Layout

The correct use of bullet points will help highlight the important features of the discussion For instance when discussing the characteristics and various forms of cough, I would apply bullets to make them simple and readable. Here are some complexities in the language applied on the article. The paper should be clearly written and easy for readers to comprehend. Some demonstrations and explanation will be difficult for the patients to understand.
Readability

The entire article fails to associate with the prevailing medical culture. However, it presents a character of an inclusive and mixed cultural setting. The spacing is squeezed and will require clients to struggle while attempting to read through. Putting down the paper requires the use of simple words that common individuals will identify with. Rephrasing the statement in grade 6 language will make easier to understand and associate. 
Rewritten sentence

A restructured sentence will read a viral infection on the upper respiratory tract causes short-lived coughs among many children. The author also puts down that Postnasal drip is a condition in which mucus drips slowly from the nose and sinuses to the back of the throat. A better statement would read, “The condition where mucus drips slowly together with sinuses in the throat is called postnasal drip.

He also identified that clear short sentences in point form will allow the reader to scheme through faster reducing the time spent staring on the article. More suggestions include the placement of topics and subtopics with discussions in point form
