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I target media agencies, and the government as my primary audience and would want them to listen to my argument and agree with me. I strongly feel that currently, media and communication is sponsor driven and this in effect affects the effectiveness of the information delivered to members of the public. Biases have therefore become the norm of the day and editors, and media houses greatly favor the sponsors. The government also has a hand in this overall biases especially in the sense that it calls for the screening of some news and reports despite claiming that it allows the freedom of the press. I would like to convince the policy makers in the government that sponsoring and screening only contribute to gagging of the press and media in general.
The government is the one that has the power to enact the changes that I would like to see. Although the running of the media and communication is left to particular individual agencies, they are all required to act within the stipulations of the government. Therefore, when the government policies are changed and made a bit lenient, the media personalities and agencies will follow suit and implement the necessary changes.
Media houses are diverse in characteristics, and although they are supposed to be neutral, you will find that some of them are affiliated and in support of a particular political movement over the over the other and therefore may seem to deliver news that supports their political ideas. This group of audience is comprised of people who are highly educated in different areas and especially in the field of communication and mass media.
On the other hand, the government is basically the policy-making body. It is the one mandated with the creation of specific rules and regulations that in turn affect how communication and media operate. One of the primary values of my audience is that it operates for the general good of the public. This applies for both groups in my audience, that is, the government and the media agencies. Although they address different issues concerning the public, the government is broader in its operations and is also in charge of the general policies that govern the media houses.
The primary concerns of my audience are related to the effect that media and communication have on the public. The media agencies are more concerned with letting the public know what is going in on around them and in other parts of the world. On the other hand, the government is concerned with ensuring that the media houses and agencies report the news in a credible manner and avoid issues that are likely to wreak havoc or put the public under tension of any kind.
One point of common ground that I would share with my audience is that we all acknowledge that media and communication are an integral part of the contemporary world and that the public has a right to access news and information that is true and non-biased. I would also like them to know that I appreciate the work that the government has been doing in screening some of the news reports which could prove to be a bit disturbing to the general public. Finally, I would point out that enacting the necessary changes will require initiatives from all parties involved which includes the government, media agencies, as well as the public.
