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Case study paper
There are numerous methods of conducting scientific research. The following paper aims at discussing the case study method of research and how it is conducted. 
Definition of a as study
According to Yin (2013), a case study is a scientific investigation that examines an existing occurrence comprehensively based on its real-life perspective and is mostly applied when the limits between the occurrence and perspective are not obviously evident.  A case study highlights the detailed and contextual evaluation of a limited number of conditions or events and their connections. Social scientists have applied the case study methodology through qualitative methods that help in uncovering in-depth observations and explanations in areas such as behavioral and social challenges (Hancock & Algozzine, 2015).  
Justification of using a case study approach
A case study approach aims at going deeper into understanding the explanations of a certain condition or occurrence. The main aim of such analysis is that it captures real-life perspectives such as the opinions of an individual or an observation of a group of people or certain events (Hancock & Algozzine, 2015). One of the main reasons for using this approach is to help explain behavioral and social challenges that cannot be measured in terms of numerical representations. Another reason is that it offers both macro and micro analysis of data collected (Bryman, 2015). For instance, child development studies rely on the case study approach and can be conducted for extended period of time allowing for researchers to observe the natural phenomenon as well as collect quantitative data as well. 
Advantages and Disadvantages of a case study
The first advantage of using a case study is that collected data is analyzed within its context of application (Yin, 2013). This means that the analysis includes more variables and has a more direct manner of analysis through observation. The second advantage is that the case study approach allows for both qualitative and quantitative data analysis such as in collective and instrumental case study approaches (Yin, 2013). This means that case studies do not actually require qualitative or written data, but can as well be developed from purely numerically inspired data. Lastly, a case study delves deeper to explain the complications in real-life situations, which may not be possible in experimental approaches.
The case study approach has also its disadvantages beginning with the lack of rigor where researchers tend to be sloppy or allow biased perspectives to sway the course of findings or conclusions (Yin, 2013). Secondly, the case study relies on investigating a small number of participants or events, thus lacks adequate justification for scientific generalization (Yin, 2013). Lastly, the process of a case study is rather challenging and long, thus may lead to misleading results if collected is not organized and managed systematically and accurately. 
Data collection of a case study
The first source of information for a case study is through conducting interviews through numerous communication channels such as face-to-face or phone call interviews (Bryman, 2015). Interviewers ask their subjects numerous questions and note their responses in an organized or systematic manner. Secondly, participants can offer information through surveys that are a set of question on the context of investigation. Researchers use open ended questions to get the views of the participants by allowing them to use their own worlds to explain their real-life situations. Moreover, closed-ended questions can also be used limiting participants to choose between multiple choice responses or answers. The case study can also collect information through observations such as observing a subject in their real-life situations. 
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
