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Response to Questions
I believe that standardized tests are not fair for ELL students. This is because there are inadequate and unequal resources for most ELL students especially for low-income areas (Neill, 2005). Moreover, due to unequal resources most ELL students are likely to start at different points rather than the sufficient annual progress (Neill, 2005). Moreover, I believe that these tests are not fair since there are unpredictable LEP classifications where older tests have reduced reliability in determining proficiency in the English language (Neill, 2005). Overall, the standardized tests are not fair to ELL students based on the evidence offered above.
Teachers and students suffer from increased test anxiety, something that can affect their overall performance. One of the main ways of ensuring student anxiety is reduced is having a good teacher-student relationship as well as an encouraging classroom environment. Teachers should also offer strategic guidance to students on the duration, content, and format of their tests (Chandler, 2016). This allows them to have an expectation, which can reduce their anxiety. Teachers should also offer practice tests and offer student’s formative feedback rather than just results. I also believe that teachers should offer student realistic and concrete feedbacks on their performance (Chandler, 2016). Teachers should also collaborate with each other to explore and enhance their assessments and standards in offering tests (Chandler, 2016). Teachers should also be prepared for anything and should always focus on instruction and learning. This will help teachers from becoming anxious during exams and enable a more encouraging and supportive environment for the students. Teachers should also work on enhancing their relationships with their students to enhance their self-efficacy and confidence (Chandler, 2016). Good relationships in the classroom will encourage reduced anxiety for both teachers and students.       
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
