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[bookmark: _GoBack]A Public Redistributive Strategy Should Be Included In Policies To Address Healthcare Inequities In Resource Poor Countries
The health care quality gap is apparent in areas where there are poor or no public redistributive strategies. I believe that strategies to address the healthcare inequities in resource-poor countries should include a public redistributive strategy. In health care, the aim of “equity” is to ensure that quality care is availed to all regardless of their differences, personal or otherwise, that are unrelated to the patient’s reason for the search for healthcare (Mayberry et al. 103). Wealth and income disparities impact the public’s ability to access quality care whenever needed.
