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This work presents how inactivity is contributing to obesity and how taking up initiatives when the children are young will reduce socio-economic impact later on.
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This article uses international standards to find out the correlation between obesity and socialeconomic status in adolescent and adults aged between 8 to 18 years across countries such as China, Russia and US. A statistical analysis was carried out using data from The Third National and Nutrition Examination Survey (NHANES III, 1988-1994). 

The article will be critical in this research due to its uniqueness in attempting to compare prevalence of obesity across countries using international standards. The article will help in analyzing the relationship between obesity and socialeconomic status across various countries. This is an attempt to make the relationship between obesity and socialeconomic status clear.
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The work is useful to understand how obesity is challenging growth in countries with lower economic growth at the moment. It will be used to highlight how similar economic deprivation can occur for people who are under or near poverty line in the United States.
