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Atrocity of Human Trafficking
The United States of America has been on the forefront of fighting human traffic. In spite of the global ranking of the first position in fighting human trafficking, it is surprising that like other countries, the United States suffer the same atrocities against human rights (Woworuntu & Vega, 2016). Whereas the world views U.S.A as the country with efficient democratic systems, human trafficking report indicates otherwise. Unfortunately, there are many services in the country offered through modern slavery. The business of human trafficking is cruel and exploit the weak. There are many workers who ensure that the hotels are clean and well maintained. However, learning that the employees are overworked, underpaid and they do not have pay for the overtime is exasperating. It is unbelievable that the business of human trafficking is steadily operational in the United States.
According to the New York Times Expose, human trafficking is the supplier for the salon and the manicure businesses in the New York City (Nir, 2016). Hopefully, the exploited workers lives' will improve. Some Asian and Hispanic countries have been linked to human trafficking, for instance, China, India, and the Philippines. Some of the laborers pay heftily to the recruitment agents to get jobs in the United States. When the laborers land in the U.S.A soil, terms and conditions change abruptly. Hence, being overworked, working in rooms with neither ventilation nor AC and lateness of payments become obvious. Thousands of people from other countries have been caught in jewelry, restaurant services, nail salons, hotels, and clothes industries. Most of the employees in such places were tricked with promises of good payments in America where they ended up in bondage. Some of them do not have legal documents, and the English language is a barrier. 
It is worthless enjoying manicure, clean hotels and good services while the ones who serve are poorly paid. Despite the cheap services, it is not right to oppress other people on a deception. Evidently, bad experiences for the foreigners have been as a result of lack of foreign labor recruitment regulation. Mitigating human risk requires that the legislature implement laws that eliminate human trafficking. The latter would increase transparency for the foreign workers.  Moreover, obtaining exact information about the visa, job and terms and conditions of working in the United States is essential (Woworuntu & Vega, 2016). 
Human trafficking effects are harmful economically as well as socially. Mistreatment is one of the negative effects of human trafficking. Some workers are prone to physical torture if the employers do not value humanity. The latter increases discrimination and racism since it promotes low pay of the people from different ethnicity which deem them as inferior or slaves. Local people might feel that the foreigners are the cause of unemployment and poor pay in jobs.
Lack of regulation and policies governing foreign workers have led to exploitation. As such poverty and exploitation are associated with human traffic. Oppressed individuals suffer from Trauma as well as bitterness. The latter reduces the general wellness of a person. Moreover, human traffic show unfairness in payment for the services since all people should receive equal wages irrespective of gender, race or ethnic group. Hence, the latter encourage inequality.
