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Guidelines for Bibliographies

You are required to find at least four sources for your papers. You are expected to use only scholarly, peer-reviewed sources. These include books published by academic presses or reputable publishers, and articles in academic journals. You do not necessarily have to use a print version of your sources; the Chambers Library offers access to a wide variety of digital journals as well as digitized copies of printed journals and books.

Use the following format for you bibliographies (please note the punctuation and use of quotation marks or italics):

When referring to a book:
Bentley, Jerry H. Old World Encounters. New York and Oxford: Oxford University Press, 1963.

When referring to an article in a collection of essays:
Spiegel, Gabrielle. “History and post-modernism.” In The Postmodern History Reader, ed. Keith Jenkins. London and New York: Routledge, 1997.

When referring to an article in a scholarly journal:
Spooner, Denise S. “A New Perspective on the Dream: Midwestern Images of Southern California in the Post-World War II Decades.” California History, 76, no. 1 (Spring 1997).

When referring to an article in a reference work:
Wiener, Philip, ed. Dictionary of the History of Ideas. 5 vols. New York: Scribner’s, 1973.
