 This article notes that public school and home school teachers act on different motivating styles. More importantly, the author discusses the historical background of homeschooling and public schooling; mentioning that in colonial America, the former was the dominant form of education before a mandatory public school system emerged and pushed homeschooling to the background. However, the American school system seems to be reverting to the home education system. Since the 1970s the number of homeschooled students in America has risen exponentially and currently the number increases by approximately 10% each year. As of 2012, over 1.5 million students attended homeschooling in America. The author cites the following as some of the factors motivating parents’ and students’ preference for home schools. Family-school value conflicts, school harassment, and violence, curriculum secularization, desire and belief by parents that they can meet their children’s academic needs better than the public school can, as well as exposure to peer pressure which may advocate or lead to vices such as premarital sex and drug abuse. For these reasons, parents are preferring to have their children homeschooled instead of attending public schools.

This article similarly notes that the popularity of homeschooling has risen exponentially in America in the recent years, and therefore more and more parents are opting to educate their kids at home instead of taking them to a traditional school. However, it focusses on the life of a homeschooled student when he/she joins college. The article discusses fifteen crucial facts regarding homeschooled students, and this is done in comparison to their public schooled counterparts. Notably, most of them are positive, thereby implying that homeschooling is more beneficial to the student than attending a public school. Overall, the article indicates that homeschooled students achieve about 14.7 credits compared to the 6.0 for students in public schools before their freshman year. Additionally, they are more likely to join college and graduate and have higher SAT and ACT scores 1092 and 22.5 compared to the national average of 1020 and 20.8 respectively. Their GPAs are also consistently higher compared to the national average and more so, the GPA scores of public school students. It is also noted that homeschooling students equip them with a high sense of self-reliance and responsibility which are essential in enabling them do well in college and succeed amid the possible challenges they may face such as culture shock.  Over and above all, the article maintains that today there are more opportunities for homeschooled students which continue to make it a preferred form of education in America.
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
