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Intruder’s Liability

The intruder is liable for his actions in this case. Two offenses argue this,; that is the civil liability and criminal offenses. Civil liability is justified by the intruder breaking into Sharon's house while as criminal responsibility is from causing injuries to Darryl and Sharon. Therefore, the injured party has a lawful right to sue the intruder for causing harm to them and also forcefully trespassing into the apartment and more so Sharon’s house. 

Our Legal Duties and Responsibilities to Sharon and Daryl


The private manager actions showed his responsible in his work though protection of the residents falls outside its functions. This shows weak security measures within the apartment. However, the best action in our case is for Sharon and Daryl to report this situation to the relevant authority. They should file the case and provide any evidence that could give proof of the actions of the intruder. It is, therefore, a great concern for the tenants to report any issue regarding their security in the environment they are living in is well handled by the owners of the apartments. The employees as well should also be included.

Difference among Some of the Potential Torts that Might Arise from the Business Context


Intentional interference is one of the types of torts likely to arise in our situation. The fact that the intruder interfered with Sharon’s house and her as well shows that all that was intentional. The intruder did the action knowingly. There was vivid intention to cause harm to the tenant. Notably, the other intention was the tort of outrage. It is a situation in which the intruder causes harm to an individual in a furious manner thus affecting their emotions. These conditions cause disturbance to the affected persons.

Ways to Prevent or Mitigate the Risk of the Potential Torts


Despite the intruder causing harm to the injured party, it is the duty of the Landlord to improvise better security measures to avoid such actions happening in his apartments. Therefore, by this security of the tenants is ensured by all means. Since from our case, the intruder forced the lock on the sliding, the owner of the apartments can improve the locks to better ones and also install security cameras. With these measures, such torts can be mitigated whereby the issue of trespassing would be highly handled.

Application Ethical Principles to This Business Scenario
In considerations to the ethical principles, it is the duty of the owners of the apartments to ensure that the workers and the tenants are living in an environment covered with security measures. However, it is also the duty of the residents to cooperate and report in any case they realize some signs of intruders or any insecurity. It is also important that in such cases where the tenants are injured, the landlord should report to the relevant authorities and ensure proper medication. Notably, it is essential for the owner to make sure that the affected parties and the other occupants as well are provided with the best living standards. Moreover, the owner should ensure that proper follow-up is provided to the concerned parties due to their traumatizing conditions.
