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Genetically engineered labeling

Genetically engineered labeling across the United States has often generated much debate regarding the role of manufacturers in providing labeling ingredients about the food products. Currently, the US Department of Agriculture (USDA) is mandated with the responsibility of enhancing safe foods across the producers and manufacturers (Petrovets 112). The US GMO Labeling law that requires that manufacturers disclose the contents of their products as a way of enhancing transparency within the food industry across all the states as opposed to the initial status where every state had their laws regarding ingredient disclosure. As such, it helps consumers make informed choices regarding their consumption (Petrovets 115. Additionally, the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and the Food and Drug Administration (FDA) have a responsibility in regulating the safety of the genetically engineered products across the United States (King 165). 

The current laws and regulations on genetically engineered labeling are extensive on the role of producers in availing the information appertaining to ingredients within the food products across the market (Petrovets 119). Moreover, imported food products are also required to contain labels that undergo a series of authorization checks to determine their ingredient composition. Further, the US GMO Labeling law asserts that all genetically engineered foods must include the ingredients unless the constituents are below a certain threshold for a particular food substance (Petrovets 120). Also, the recent developments are realigning the US focus on enhancing their production capacity through an improved food scrutiny for safety.
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
