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Standards for preschool programs

Sharing power over the control of children is an essential component of enhancing their welfare (National Standards for Family-School Partnerships 1). The school staff and family members have an equal opportunity in making choices and resolutions that impact on the children. Through their partnership, it is possible to design effective policies and programs that would go along in impacting the children's well-being (National Standards for Family-School Partnerships 1). The first suggestion to enhance sharing of power within the school is to increase the role of the family in embracing a shared decision making. A second suggestion is to strengthen the social connections through networking in a bid to promote the essential capacities of the children. The third suggestion is to empower parents into enhancing their role in the growth of the children both at home and at school.


Elsewhere, collaborating with the community is an integral element for the success of childcare services (National Standards for Family-School Partnerships 1). Through the school staff association with the community members, children have the chance to enhance their learning experiences across the society. A first suggestion entails the connection of the children with community resources. A second idea involves mutual learning through the collaborations. Again, another plan would include empowering the children to become supportive of their community resources. The standards need to be the basis of childhood programs as they provide children with an opportunity to bond both with their parents and appreciate the role of the community resources in improving their enhancement (National Standards for Family-School Partnerships 1). Through the two standards and programs, children would benefit from the association and learning experiences advanced by the approaches.


Sharing power is essential for student success because it equips them with diverse skills and experiences taught through their interaction with their parents and teachers across different environments. Collaborating with families is essential for student success because addresses the multiple societal needs enhancing their capacity to come up with customized solutions for their community problems.
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
