	Vocabulary
	In many cases, students who learn Science may have a different view of the meanings of the vocabularies. Additionally, since science is a practical subject, it is imperative for the teacher to explain to assist students the various science vocabularies to enhance their comprehension (IRIS Transcript 1). Furthermore, since science vocabularies may have a distinct meaning, the teacher would enhance the student comprehension by explaining the expressions and terminologies.


	Building a community of Learners
	Teachers have a responsibility of enhancing a safe learning environment for the preschool students through encouraging their participation in the class work. Also, setting ground rules to facilitate the inclusion of every individual through the learning of the concepts. Furthermore, the teacher should implement strategies for dealing with difficult topics through a personalized approach for each student.


	High Expectations
	It has often been noted that high parental and teacher expectations are linked to significant achievement among children. Teachers should, therefore, regard each concept with high expectations by instilling a sense of hope through the Science concepts as a way of encouraging them to master and comprehend their essentiality (IRIS Transcript 1).


	Rewards
	Teachers have to enhance equal opportunities for students who exhibit exemplary skills by engaging all students and ensuring that they understand the need to remain focused. Since material rewards often motivate preschoolers, it is vital for teachers to provide awards associated with the Science subject and that appeal to their diverse cultures (IRIS Transcript 1).


	Pride
	Educators should build confidence in the students in the Science subject as a way of instilling pride in learning the subject. Since students only take pride in what they apprehend; educators have a role in ensuring students take pride in Science in the best way they understand the subject (IRIS Transcript 1).


	Method of sharing information with families
	Teachers should collaborate with teachers by continually getting in contact with parents as a way of understanding the needs of the children within the school environments.
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
