However, though the institution lacks a formal hazard prevention plan within the confined places, I often tend to ensure that any risks and dangers are reduced through constant assessment of the areas. Additionally, I promote the safe usage of working and protective equipment to mitigate the hazards that may occur within the confined workplaces.
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
