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Ethical situations often place many companies at stake across the Middle East. The Saudi Aramco which is the largest oil exporter in Saudi Arabia has recently been vindicated in a scandal involving one of the board members. In Alan Tovey's article, Arrest of Saudi Aramco board member casts fresh doubt over oil giant’s listing; it is evident that over six high ranking individuals were arrested following an anti-corruption board committee meetings. The individuals had been accused of liaising with other companies in a bid to win contracts across other oil producing nations (Tovey, 2017). Since Saudi Arabia is the world's largest oil producing country across the world, its decisions often impact several nations that at times change their policies in line with the global oil expectations and demand (Tovey, 2017).
Since ethics is a broad concept and aspect of management, there are a variety of variables that play out in the corruption case in Saudi Arabia's largest oil producing corporation. In determining the ethical situation in the organization, it is evident that the company board member together with the government officials endeavored to benefit from the corruption deals through their dishonesty. Additionally, the individuals failed to exhibit professional conduct and integrity in line with the ethical values that govern the corporations across Saudi Arabia.
In handling the situation as a leader, it would be essential to ensure that any corruption deal was derailed through sanctioning of any business contracts with the mentioned companies. Additionally, having the accused individuals step down would go along in sending a warning to other stakeholders who might engage in such unprofessional deals. In preventing the corruption scandal, the leadership would have ensured that all loopholes are avoided with every potential company getting scrutinized by a third party as a way of promoting transparency among contracted firms within the region. Moreover putting in place strict and harsh laws on corruption would reduce the incidences of fraud within the large oil corporation across the Middle East.
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
