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Part One: Historical background of the Book Titus

Paul wrote the book Titus following his release from house arrest where he had been held captive for spreading the gospel of God. It is evident that since Paul was a citizen of Rome, the accusers did not find it necessary to advance charges before Caesar (Craig, 2016). The case was dropped with Paul being released. By the time of writing the letter to Titus, Paul had started several churches around Crete region (Craig, 2016). Titus was Paul’s ministerial student while writing the pastoral epistle of the New Testament. After his release, Paul visited Ephesus where he met Timothy who was responsible for the supervision of the church activities (Schellenberg, 2015). Later, he went to Macedonia in the northern part of Greece where he wrote his first letter to Timothy. In Crete, Paul visited Titus where Paul left Titus to preach the churches that they had started in the region (Craig, 2016). When he went Nicopolis in the period of AD 63 (Schellenberg, 2015), Paul wrote to Titus encouraging him and instructing him on the need to enhance the church virtues and values they had began during the period.

Part Two: Summary and Analysis of the Book Titus

Paul wrote to Titus as a way of assisting him to lead the church in the right direction and avoiding the false teachings. The book of Titus has three chapters. The first section talks about the organization of the church and the qualifications of church leaders in performing the work that they are tasked to handle within the church. Additionally, it highlights Paul highlights the role of church leaders in regulating the behavior of individuals (Titus 1:10, New International Version). The second chapter asserts the need to embrace sound doctrines. Paul provides the rationale for enhancing positive morals among the young, the old, women, men and youth.

Paul also affirms the need to express fidelity and remain obedient as they await the coming of Jesus Christ (Titus 2:2-9). Paul highlights the nature of God’s grace for saving the human race through emphasizing on giving up ungodly actions (Titus 2:10-15, New International Version). In chapter 3, Paul highlights the pastoral ministry where he reminds individuals of how they are required to behave in line with the teachings of the church. It is also evident that we were saved and made heirs about the hope of Christ (Titus 3:7, New International Version). The chapter also underscores the need to remain faithful and only pursue good works in the Christian dealings (Titus 3:8-15, New International Version).

Part Three: How it relates to our World

The book of Titus has to the current world and society in a variety of ways. First, the book teaches the need to uphold proper deeds and positive living in the population. Humans are faced with myriad challenges in the quest to acquire their daily livelihood. As such, through the book, Christian believers are taught the urge to remain positive in their actions and shun negative behaviors. Second, it relates to the church leadership and church organization (Elwell & Yarbrough, 2013). Since church leadership is an integral pillar to upholding of virtues within the society, the book highlights the need to select righteous individuals to hold the position of the church. It is only through exemplary leadership that the church can endeavor to provide guidance in the world through positive teachings (Elwell & Yarbrough, 2013).

Additionally, the book of Titus advances the gospel of grace to the believers and the world through correlating positive works with the doctrine of the truth. Christians thus exhibit the characteristics and traits that can be copied by the society and other nonbelievers. As such, the book asserts the need to live a life of self-giving love through Jesus Christ that would make individuals enhance righteousness in their activities (Elwell & Yarbrough, 2013). Furthermore, it advances the teachings of grace and obedience throughout the actions of both Christians and nonbelievers in convincing individuals to pursue the righteous path of salvation.
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
