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World War III
The third world war may not have happened, but since the last World War II, it has been used occasionally throughout the world. The world has changed in different manner since the last world war. Technology has advanced to greater heights. Currently, many people would believe that the probability of a third world war is limited. However, there still remain increased tensions among nations and regions that will likely trigger a third world war in the near future. Personally, I would not like that to happen, but through research I wish to demonstrate that the third world war will surely occur. This paper aims at discussing how the third world war will occur. 
To understand the probability of a third world war, it is important to consider the occurrence of the previous world wars. Throughout history, wars have occurred for a number of reasons either to demonstrate supremacy over others or increase control. The First World War was never expected. This was not the first war in the history of human kind. However, it involved different countries that had modern governments in place. This was what made the First World War significant. In fact, the First World War was regarded as the Great War since not many believed that such a war would occur later. Nonetheless, this ideology or belief later changed when the Second World War occurred (Kydd 33). The Second World War was again made famous for the increased development of warfare technology. In that war dozens of countries fought each other on different battle grounds. The main cause of the war was a difference in political ideologies. This has not changed since the 1940s as countries and regions still differ in terms of political and foreign ideology as well as policies. Since the end of the Second World War, there have been numerous encounters that could have triggered the Third World War. 
The Cold War is a significant example of how the third world war could occur. After the Second World War, the Cold War illustrated how different nations could come up wit0h a decision to frustrate or fight other countries. The Second World War was triggered by increased conflict between countries. A show of supremacy and the need to overtake other countries was the greatest cause of the war. These conflicts are still present and are the one that will lead to a third world war. For instance, countries such as North Korea are still on war with the entire world. However, they still have allies in countries such as ASIA and Russia. North Korea has been criticized for many reasons and has experienced numerous threats as well as punishment through economic sabotage (Kydd 33). Countries such as the U.S no longer export goods or foods to North Korea, which is a part of their foreign policy to deter such leadership or aggression. Moreover, countries such as China still have a long lasting conflict over Taiwan. China has over and over time claimed that the island of Taiwan lies in China and has occasionally threatened to overtake the island (Marshall 1). Such encounters still linger in today’s time and ma at any one time result in the third world war. Again, Russia and the U.S are constantly in conflict based on their increased show of power. The U.S is considered as the world’s super power while Russia is still a strong country based on its military capabilities and economic well-being. Nonetheless, the U.S and Russia have been engulfed in numerous conflicts in the past few decades. There are many instances where the U.S or Russia have threatened to go to war or differed on numerous issues. Recently, the U.S president sent home numerous Russia diplomats on purported allegations of hacking and interfering with the general election (Marshall 1). 
One of the main issues that is likely to trigger the third world war is technology. Technology especially the internet has played a vital role in the development of a global village. People can connect and communicate effectively from anywhere in the world. The internet has advanced to new level that is cyber warfare. America has over the past decade accused numerous countries of hacking their websites as well as services. Countries like China are mostly viewed as enemies to the U.S based on the numerous allegations of Chinese hacking events (Marshall 1). Moreover, most of the super powers in the world have advanced cyber warfare strategies and resources. For instance, in China the military has a cyber-warfare network that is used to disable or cripple its enemies by hacking into their systems to render them useless or incompetent. Such strategies are what will likely trigger the third world war. 
          Technology has not only influenced the manner in which war occurs, it has also come to the military weapons and strategies. Currently, the U.S has been criticized over the use of drones that can launch attacks in other countries while being controlled from a remote location. These lingering issues have advanced the strategies and means of warfare. Again, one of the greatest technologies that have caused increased tensions among nations is the use of nuclear weapons (Kydd 33). Countries such as Iran have come under attack due to development of nuclear weapons. Organizations such as the UN and NATO champion the regulation of nuclear weapons. Most of the debates and conflicts arise from the threat that nuclear weapons pose to other countries. Countries such as the U.S or Russia would not be pleased to see other countries developing their nuclear weaponry since this could mean defeat in case of a third world war. All these developments in military capabilities are types of insurances against any warfare, which means that countries expect a third world war. For instance, North Korea continues to develop nuclear weapons while South Korea develops a counter measure weapon designed to eliminate any nuclear weapons before they are fired (Nye, Joseph and David 120). Based on the development of such technologies, it is no doubt that most of the powerful countries expect a third world war. Moreover, the advancement in military technology means that no nation especially among the most powerful would accept to be defeated or threatened without military response or causing increased harm to enemy nations. 
The development of world organizations is also a key determinant of the third world war. Organizations such as the UN, NATO and the G20 Summit among others are examples of the developing ideology of a world government. These organizations have come together to wage war on other countries such as in the Middle East. The increased rate of terror attacks have resulted in aggressive responses from most nations. Countries such as the U.S together with NATO have waged war on countries such as Iran and Afghanistan (Nye, Joseph and David 127). Even the current war in Syria against the ISIS is still a clear indicator that world war three is a reality. Conflicts that involve a single nation going to war against numerous nations is clear proof of a third world war occurring. The differences in ideologies are it religious, political, or regional will eventually trigger a world war in the near future. The world is currently under tension based on relationships between the Western Countries and the Eastern Countries.         
Current technologies and governments are also at play. The use of intelligence services has increased in the last decade. Countries such as the U.S and Russia or China have advanced spying technologies for gathering intelligence information from other countries. Most of the countries that conduct intelligence operations mostly focus on countries that they deem as enemies.  Therefore, they are always gathering information about their enemies so as to use it in case a world war occurs. It may still be inaccurate to predict the exact timeline of the third world war.
