The goal of this lesson is for students to demonstrate a basic understanding of a military briefing and the applicability in both a military and civilian environment.  
Written Assignment #1:  1-2 page talking paper on your assigned topic.
Review the talking paper format handout and guidance from “The Tongue & Quill” 2015, pgs 225
Three Part Structure:  Introduction, Body, and Conclusion

1. Introduction - Specific Purpose Statement; Tease your Points; Capture your audience’s attention 
2. Body - An effective sequence of ideas that flow logically in a series of paragraphs
· Main Point #1:  Support #1:  Support #2:  Support #3:  Short Summary of point #1 
· Main Point #2:  Support #1:  Support #2:  Support #3:  Short Summary of point #2
· Main Point #3:  Support #1:  Support #2:  Support #3:  Short Summary of point #3
3. Conclusion - Summarize the main points stated in the body and close smoothly by restating the topic
