	Oskar Schindler	
Oskar Schindler was a lifetime hero for most of the Jews during his time. He was born on April 1908 in Zwitlau, by his parents Hans and Louisa Schindler, who were staunch Christians. Moreover, the Schindler family was one of the richest and known families in Zwitlau especially since they owned a machinery business. He married Emily Schindler and during the Great Depression, the Schindler business went bankrupt (Cole, Tim). His father left and the mother passed on shortly after this incidence. Schindler, therefore, sought work in the neighboring Poland as a machinery salesperson (Brecher, Elinor). Upon the rise of the German invasion in 1939, Schindler moved to Krakow, where he took over two formerly Jewish-owned businesses that dealt with manufacturing and trades of enamel kitchenware merchandise. In the quest for his own power, he later established a small enamel factory outside Krakow, close to the Jewish ghetto, where he employed mostly Jewish workers. This saved the Jews from being banished to the labor sites.
During the World War 2, multiple Jews were been killed by the Nazi guards in the death camps under the rule of Adolf Hitler. A good example is the story of Anne Frank, who kept her diary while hiding in Amsterdam during the war when the Germans had invaded the nation ("Anne Frank Remembered Documentary"). Frank and her family remained in hiding with four other Jews in some loft rooms for two years. In 1944, the Nazi guards discovered their hideout and were captured and sent to the concentration camp sites, where she died the following year. However, Oskar Schindler was an incredible man who constantly risked his life in order to defend and save the Jewish race from such hostility. Schindler, therefore, made connections with the German régime and convinced the S. S. and Armaments Administration to set up a portion of the labor campsite in his factory (Spielberg, Steven). After the agreement, Schindler was able to rescue many Jews from being taken to the Plazow work site. He took even the weak and unqualified for labor. 
During the approach of the Russian military in 1944, Oskar used his connections to acquire permission to reform his obsolete industry as an armament construction business in Bruunlitz. He negotiated with the S. S. executives and was later granted to take some Jewish laborers from Zalocie. With this permit, Schindler was able to rescue over 700 Jews from the Grossrosen work site, and nearly 300 women from Auschwitz (Fensch, Thomas). When he took the Jews to his new factory, he offered them the best food, shelter, and clothing that he could afford. He also provided them with medical services and care for those who fell ill. After accomplishing this action in Bruunlitz, Oskar received word that a train of exiled Jews from Golezow campsite was deserted in a close city. He worked his ways yet again and was allowed to rescue the stranded Jews (Fensch, Thomas). When they got to the station, they broke the doors of the train and rescued several half frozen Jews. With the help of his wife, Emily Schindler, the Jews were nursed backed to health. Those Jews that died were given a formal Jewish burial financed by Schindler. He spent all his pennies in bribing and paying off the Nazis to give food and proper treatment to his workers. In Oskar’s factory, the Jews were not beaten, murdered or sent to the death sites, unlike other Germans. He risked his life and that of his family in order to save a race of people that he did not know.
Oskar Schindler’s works happened during the World War 2. This was the time the Germans had invaded and occupied Poland. Millions of Jews were killed in the Nazi death campsites. At that time, most of the Germans would persecute the Jews mercilessly thus destroying their lives. However, Oskar Schindler felt compassionate about the situation. With his open heart, he struggled to save the Jews from being exiled to the death sites, where they were tortured and persecuted (Spielberg, Steven). During one of his interviews, Oskar explained that it was the brutality, sadism, and the insanity of the Nazis that he hated. However, he did not explain the ultimate reason why he chose to save the Jews. He simply claimed that he could not stand and watch innocent persons being destroyed and, therefore, took charge to protect the Jews. He hated the suffering that had occurred in the nation and was willing to sacrifice all he had to protect his Jews.
Oskar died in Hildesheim in Germany October 1974. Before his death, he had claimed that he wanted to be buried in Israel, Jerusalem, where his children were. He died penniless as he had used up all his fortune to ensure the safety and healthy living for his Jews. However, Oskar Schindler earned the endless gratitude of the Schindler Jews. Oscar was what stood between the Jews and the ruthless Nazis. He gave the Jewish people a hope in life through his generosity, love, and compassion. Although he had many flaws, just like any other man on earth, he had a heart of gold (Brecher, Elinor). He was able to save over 1200 Jews from the brutality of the Nazis. He risked his entire life to save the Jewish race and, hence, gave them a new faith in humanity. After his death, he was mourned in several continents and would forever be remembered for his great deeds.
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
