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My Main argument is the rising taxes to fund the Social Welfare System is causing financial hardship for the middle class working people, senior citizens, and veterans. The government should look at reducing their spending.  Realizing that there needs to be aid to help people but there should be certain policy and procedures, auditing and/or investigation follow up on the applicants and programs to help prevent the abuse of the funds. There should be different criteria for filing Income taxes to benefit the financial status of the working and retired citizens. Most of my career has been in the accounting field which I have written policy and Procedure manuals, auditing my work and others to ensure consistency, accuracy, fixing any issues. Sometimes the audits may bring out a whole new system that will be more efficient than the old system. So, I am bringing my career to a higher level by a college education of a bachelor’s degree in Accounting and Business to become a forensic examiner. Businesses and the working individuals and the wealthy citizens are often audited so should the Social Welfare System and its entitlement programs.
      The first key point is to determine if the government's staff is educated to perform audits of the participants in the social welfare system that received all the different entitlement programs.  Audits and/or investigations should be performed at the approval process and throughout the duration of receiving the benefits to help prevent abuse of the aid but the status of improvements being made for the participants to get back on their path to independence.  The program was designed to help people through rough times and not to receive aid for daily living for the rest of their lives.  There have been generations of families utilizing the social welfare system and when In speaking with participants of the system saying why work when the government pays more to stay home.  That statement says that they are not getting audited and there are breaks in the policy and procedure of the programs.  These breaks are causing hardship to the middle class working people and soon there will be no aid for anyone.
           The second key point there needs to be a modification to the income tax filing. Currently everyone must file income tax reporting at the end of the year which is a different form of auditing. One revision that should be looked at is the filing of participants of the Social Welfare System because the participants are filing their taxes with the income received from the social welfare programs and then getting income credits through deductions causing them to get large refunds on income that they did not earn, resulting in getting more free money and no taxes paid. These applicants should file taxes with a deduction of income they received from the social welfare system and are not entitled to more income credit and pay taxes on any money they inherit. Social welfare system participants are receiving better returns than the working middle class people that do pay taxes. An exception to the participants who only receive partial benefits of the social welfare system because they are working and trying to get the education needed for a career should file income taxes. Senior citizens paid taxes on their social security wages all their lives and now are retired and they have file an income tax return claiming their social security income again (causing double taxation) which is unethical. Senior citizens should only have to pay taxes on other income they earned excluding social security. Most senior citizens and veterans have trouble making ends meet for various reasons and should be able to get assistance from the social welfare system's entitlement program such as healthcare deductions, food stamps, heating assistance. These are one's who have paid their taxes all of their lives and now they need the return help. The deductions for middle class workers should be decreased enough to claim expenses of uniforms, fuel to get to work, parking, healthcare expenses and education so they can be able to help save for their retirement and not have so much financial burden.
           The third key point is the federal government needs to reduce the donations that are being made to other countries to help the working people and the economics of this country first.  The federal and state government needs to provide more incentive programs to motivate and educate people that are utilizing 100% of all the entitlement programs to wean them out of the social welfare system. The applicants should have a limited period for when they have exhausted the benefits of entitlement programs. The applicants should be accountable for seeking employment and then the education to better themselves. Educating on self-worthiness, dignity and motivation and self-responsibility. Some states offer a program to help those who have changed their lives so they need no Social Welfare benefits but need a low-cost interest for a loan to purchase housing, vehicle to get back and forth to work and other big things to continue to help motivate the individuals’ responsibilities of daily life and work and become successful. This program is funded by an alternative investment that has a twofold purpose; from wealthy people helping their community while receiving an interest payment on money that they have given to the non-profit organization to help the less fortunate individuals to become fortunate by their hard work. "Maybe the government should come up with a replacement for the social welfare system by using non-profit and/or private sector charities". or "replace antipoverty programs with annual cash grants for every adult American over 21(Murray, 2007 Greenhaven Press, Opposing viewpoints)'.  This type of program would help cut rising tax costs for middle class working citizens.
       My audience will be government officials, a variety of working class individuals, wealthy and retired senior citizens because these are the people that pay taxes to fund the Social Welfare System and its entitlement programs.
      The potential challenges will be to convince the government and citizens the importance of auditing the government personnel and enrolled participants of the social welfare system to detect the abuse and misuse of the program. The costs of the audits I believe are minimal compared to the many family generations that take advantage of the system. This will help the program's longevity and help to reduce rising costs for the tax payer. 
            My goal is to convince my audience to take my side to agree that more audits should be performed to help alleviate the potential misuse and abuse of the Social Welfare system and that our income tax criteria needs to be updated to help all citizens and it can be helped with the government reducing the donations to other countries and possibly to convince our government to think of a replacement plan for the social welfare system.  In today's world, it is more technology advanced creating change to different programs, processes, and companies than when the social welfare system was invented.  I hope that my essay with facts from research and resources will be interpreted well enough to send to the state government of Vermont.

With responsibility, back onto the individual and potentially overall saving the increase of taxes to the middle class working people. This source is using this evidence to support the argument of the expense of Social Welfare System not helping people because of their dependency on the system. Personally, I believe that Charles Murray the author who is a scholar at the American Enterprise Institute, a conservative think tank in Washington DC has solid evidence in his studies to suggest a plan where everyone would benefit and decrease the rising poverty in the united states.

This source is using evidence to support the argument of the amount of money to fund the National Health Reform instead of giving back to the states which would help the middle class working people paying less state tax on top of federal tax. Personally, I believe Dr. Peter Hendy's article is doing a good job supporting its article on a federal level. Discussing and showing the treasury's number of government spending on a larger scale and how it trickles down to middle class individual. Does not say much about the Social Welfare System. My problem is with this source only discusses the larger picture of government spending.
      The third resource is the State of Vermont.gov; the government page for the state of Vermont. It seems this source is arguing that the Social Welfare system does do great things to help people becoming poverty stricken or homeless. This source is using this evidence to support the needed increase of taxes to fund the program. Personally, I believe the source is doing good and bad job of supporting its arguments because I have not yet seen an incentive program to help people get back to a better quality of life instead of free loading. My problem is that I have not seen on the website any incentive programs to help the participants to change their living status to improve their dignity and quality of their own self-worth. This is my intended argument that you do not see any statistics of improvements or successes of change in the participant's life. I think this source will support my other sources because it is from the state local government's website.
           The first key point will use the third resource listed the State of Vermont.gov website to define the purpose of Social Welfare System and what entitlement programs are available in this system and to find the criteria of the program. And to review the state tax documentation and forms.
           The second key point (not listed in the supporting resources) will be the IRS.gov website. to show how high the deductions are before the middle-class workers can deduct them on income taxes.
           The third key point I will use the resources from the academic search database and the opposing view point database as documentation and evidence that backups up the government spending and possible replacement ideas for the social welfare system. 
             The most strategic plan to integrate the evidence found will be during the key point argument to show proof there is a legitimate reason for argument. It is important to show the evidence came from a trustworthy source to gain the confidence and interest of the audience to agree with my point of view. Then it will be most important for the evidence summary in the closing argument to remind the audience of the purpose of the essay.
              The revision strategy will be reviewing my resources again, inserting more information and aligning in order.  Then I will read it aloud to my husband to analyze any errors etc.
