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The Socioeconomic Female Transition
	The role and position of women in the society have seen a great transition over time. During the 18th century, women were considered as the weaker sex. Consequently, they occupied a lower position in the society. However, in due course, women have fought for their rightful place in the society. This paper will compare and contrast the social and economic positions of women from the mid-19th Century through the early-20th Century and those of the contemporary western women.

A good example is Sheryl Sandberg who is Facebook’s chief operating officer. Accordingly, the entry of women in the career field has empowered them economically.
	In conclusion, the social standing of women in the mid 19th century and beginning of 20th century was at home. Therefore, they were economically dependent on men. However, the contemporary women have penetrated the career field making them economically independent. The transition was facilitated by the aggressiveness of women to take up their rightful position in the society.  
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
