Human Sexuality Issue and Trend 
Manuscript Guidelines

Each student will develop an article suitable for publication in a social science journal that utilizes APA format or reference style required by academic discipline. The topic for the article can focus on any type of Human sexuality, alternative lifestyle, or relationship issue.  Each topic must be approved by the instructor prior to article development.  The following components must be included in the article:

Format:  Times New Roman font; 12 inch; double spaced between content and headings; references are double spaced with double spacing between each listing; margins are 1 inch on all sides of paper.

Length:  five to seven pages not including reference section, abstract and title page

Tone: Scientific literary style that presents ideas and findings in a direct manner, but is written in an interesting and compelling format that reflects your interest in the topic

Title Page:  Items should be centered and organized according APA format:  title of manuscript, author’s name, author’s affiliation, number and name of collegiate course, professor’s name, and date

Abstract: You should include an abstract approximately ½ page in length about the paper you write.
Headings:  Sections of the paper should be organized with specific headings.  Each major section of the manuscript can be segregated with a heading that is in capital letters and is centered on the page with sub-headings of each section being in capital and lower case letters beginning on the right side of the paper.  Please refer to the APA Manual for guidelines.
Introduction:  The body of the paper begins with an introduction that clearly defines the content of the paper and the rationale for the selection of the topic.  The typical introduction is a minimum of two paragraphs.

Historical Perspective/Background/Literature Review:  Includes the development of the problem or issue, theorists involved, demographics, statistics, geographic parameters, medical/social consequences. Each of these topics can be organized as a sub-section with additional sections developed as needed.

Discussion:  Each section can be divided into literary components depending on the nature of  the topic—therapeutic programs, preventive strategies, guidelines or steps to improve / resolve the issue that have been used within the profession.

Recommendations: Collection of innovative ideas, strategies, or use of a behavior theory that will assist in the improvement of the issue.  This section can be original in scope and reflect the discipline in which the student has been academically prepared.
Tables and Graphs:  Can be used in text of paper or placed at the end of paper.  Each must be labeled in manuscript and the table.  Tables are not considered to be part of the page length.

Summary:  End of manuscript which captures the content of the article and highlights discussed in the article.

Footnotes:  APA format or reference style required by academic discipline will be used in the body of the manuscript as reference citations.  Refer to the APA format guidelines via internet or reference book.

References:  A minimum of ten references will be used for the manuscripts.  Each will reflect a professional journal or text published between the year 2010 to present.  APA format or reference style required by academic discipline will be followed for journals, texts, and internet resources.
