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                The term `mole people’ explains in details those who are homeless and that  opt to live in beneath the surface underground where  life favors them , Jennifer’s book `The Mole People’, denotes a fascinating life of ` mole people’ who live in the Manhattan’s Grand Central station, Penn  Authority and Riverside Park. The book explains the life in the 1990s in Los Angeles giving in details the error where there were demonstrations on the plight of the mole people in the United States.  A report from the Transit Police in New York City Lieutenant John Romero shows that 95% of these people are males in the twenties to forty-five years, it’s also shown that the life expectancy of these group of people lies at forty-five and most of these people we learn through Jennifer’s work that they are a subject of poor parenting – families that are separated as a result of drugs and violence (an estimated 5,000) and 80% of them   people are mentally unhealthy. Sociological theories such as social learning theory, psychoanalytic theory, functionalism and symbolic interaction theory, these theories of sociology can help us understand better the place of mole people in the United States.
              Social learning theory tries to explain how an individual learns, the formation of oneself and the influence that the environment around them (society) influences their behavior. It takes into consideration the creation of a self-identity to be a consequence of social stimuli, social learning puts emphasis on the external environmental context rather than the individual mind. The theory explains that an individual behavior or trait is not as a result of unconsciousness but as result of modeling oneself in the response on how others would view them if they perform a particular behavior and the expectations of others,  here attitudes and behaviors develop in response to friends reinforcements. The works of Jennifer in the book The Mole People shows us how the environmental stimuli can make an individual to have some identities. We are introduced to Mac , a white man in fifty early years hunts rats  and rabbits which he cooks as he recites Thoreau also the confession by Julie an eight year old and a Haitian that  everything she wishes to have  will be given unto her because she has been a good girl  through sociological imagination, the people living in the tunnel are good people because  They embrace good deeds in their society because  individual behavior is shaped by other people such as parents and the significant others. Brenda, who is a drop out of Dartmouth recitation a poem and lamenting that she loves the loneliness of the tunnels  to her this offers  some little hope of a much  better life for those living in this tunnel
`…..I love the loneliness of the tunnels...It's like a hug with nothing to hold you.
It's because of the hard life that makes this person decide to move underneath to meet their daily needs.
             Differential reinforcement of crime is evident in this book, the narrator introduces us to a man who’s named the Dark Angel who lives alone in his own tunnel from the description we are told that this kind of a person was feared by the police and even those who live in the tunnels. The narrator explains about the man believe that he is a divinity of evil in humanity also we are introduced to a group of teens and gangs who plan to kill and drug deals below the surface. The actions of these people depict the kind of believes that they have which is directly proportional to the way they behave it 
therefore important to find ways to change this mindset and the beliefs so as to enhance a peaceful society. It’s also hypothetical that these people even though the surface world has the accessibility of  jobs that would make them better than in the tunnels  may not opt to move out there because of their believes that they are evil and the only way to survive is to  evade the surface ground where they can start over  without the laws and the restrictions the narrator says that it’s the best opinion for the mole people to move underground for shelter and to stop reading about the rapes and thefts at the surface world which shelter them.
Jennifer in her book communicates how mole people are compassionate in their own world in helping themselves especially those who are infected with AIDs. This calls for a societal change in the way we should approach and interact with our vulnerable groups such as the poor and the homeless.
            Psychological explanations of behavior is also depicted also in this book, it tries to explain how the  societal norms  are affecting behavior  of individual(s) in the society and for a deviant behavior to be developed then first  a person should be responsible for their deviant acts than to the personality of the person becomes the central element that determines a person’s behavior and  thirdly  is that those who perform criminal acts suffer from personality deficiency because the criminal activities are due to inappropriate mental operations within the behavior of the person, the mental  ill health can be caused by  disease of the brain, lack of appropriate learning, improper conditioning and the absence of the role models in the society. The mole people as explored by Jennifer Thoth’s  are people who seem to be a threat to the other surface population they are quite interesting because we find out that these people aren’t interested, Brenda one of who was interviewed is a justification of this. This is because of the socio-economic nature of these people who don’t have homes In United States homelessness is normally associated with being sick in the mind, people with poor traits, drug abusers, not responsible, lazy, lawbreakers among other names. It is this that makes `the mole’ people to become isolated and they create social distance in the society. 
               This perception is the consequence of dysfunctional and the deviant behaviors experienced in the tunnels of New York City, the man named Dark Angel is the subject of this social division. Through the narrator, we are told that even the police feared him and only few could reach him. From the hypothesize of the Sociological knowledge, it gives us that the mole people chose to move to the tunnels themselves as a result of their specific norms they shared, it is through this norms that these people enjoy the degree of security beneath the surface in the tunnels. The narrator explores how they the mole people have compassion, they assist those who are infected with AIDs and the mentally ill. The mole people by moving underneath are able to escape the harassment of police and the landlords on the surface world there is a report from the novel that many inhabitants in New York who live in the tunnel.
              Given this information’s it's evident that social separation is the prime cause of crime in the society in the US and other societies around the world. To eradicate the insecurity then sociological interaction should play a role in changing how the perceptions of the people. Right now a tax payer in the US  pays 6 dollars for cleaning the stress it's, therefore, the responsibility of government to ensure that these people in the streets are relocated so that social difference can be reduced in New York and other places.   
[bookmark: _GoBack]Psychoanalytic theory by Sigmund Freud that states that people in the society chose a certain behavior because of their natural drives and urges and that they have criminal tendencies which develop since childhood, most of the people in the mole people are a subject of poor parenting and poverty. These people are driven to move underneath by their beliefs that they were not meant to live a normal life like other people in the society who have homes, it’s this negativity that develops from childhood that makes `the mole’ people to be hostile and become socially withdrawn from the life outside the streets. The developmental theory is applicable here, there seem to be norms that people instill to their kids. It is where there are three levels of reasoning   i.e, from the conventional stage which is reached from middle childhood  where an individual engages in moral reasoning  that grounds on obedience and avoidance of punishments while the conventional level is grounded on moral reasoning based on what an individual expects on how others would feel such as family and the third stage is based on post-conventional level which is grounded on moral reasoning where an individual moves beyond   their social boundaries and as a result value the laws of the social system according to this theory an individual is likely to withdraw from the behavior  due to the reward obtained when one engages in certain behavior. From those interviewed by Jennifer we get to know how the life in the tunnel is,  their children are being rewarded for their good deeds. Julie who is a Haitian says that she would obtain anything she wants for being a good girl  it's this rewards that keep her to perform good deeds also the narrator through description explains how the tunnel people are superior themselves, we learn through the narrator that these people are quite educated , She introduces us to a man who owns  a library, a school teacher , and even a nurse it's what they say the people in the tunnel need them for life to run well  in a free society where they do not fit there. It’s the world that is anonymous to the narrator people don’t pay taxes it's from the hypothesis of the principle of behavioral psychology that people chose not to move out of the tunnels because of the rewards in there and role models.
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
