Bombings in Afghanistan be that as it may, the media scope of thousands of Afghan individuals escaping their nation and living in evacuee camps left a great impression upon me. In this paper, I want to share some important data and certainties that I have accumulated in my exploration on the standard parts of the general population of Afghanistan. 
The People of Afghanistan
Afghanistan is a country that is geographically located in the southern parts of assailing the year 1975 an estimated 76%population of the Afghanistan people lived in the rural areas while a percentage of 24% lived in the smaller towns that were scattered in Afghanistan country. It is estimated that a population of at least 1.5 million people in Afghanistan are nomadic and usually move from Afghanistan to other nations in search for water and pastures. Soviet war is a major historical event that evokes painful memories in the minds of the Afghanistan people as a result of the demolition of the capital Kabul and the escalated massacres (Owtadolajam 2006).
The Afghanistan capital Kabul had an estimated population of 2 million before the infamous Soviets war. Despite the fact that the Afghanistan has been involved in different forms of tribal tensions it remains to be a major center for research due to the many tribes that reside in the country. The major tribes of Afghanistan are the Hazara, Turkmen, Uzbek, Baloch and Pashtun. Most of the tribes are characterized by dialects. Gender violence and discrimination against women is the central feature of Afghanistan.
In spite of the fact that the Afghan populace is made out of numerous unmistakable ethnic gatherings, individual components of their lifestyle are much the same the essay will major on the Hazara tribe.
The Hazara tribe
The Hazara are a Persian-speaking community who are mainly located in the central Afghanistan in Hazara town, Baluchistan, and Karachi and also found in Pakistan. It is a third largest tribe in the Afghanistan after Pashtun and Tajiks. Most of Hazaras are usually in the central mountainous region of Afghanistan called the Hazara (Dupree 2016). The Hazaras are also found in small numbers scattered all over the country of Afghanistan. Afghanistan has been characterized by long periods of political war and instability with poor government policies which have led to the hindrance of carrying out an efficient census and therefore the exact number of the people that constitute the Hazara tribe is not known. Researchers estimate that the population of the Hazara people is estimated to be 1.5 million to 4.8 million inhabitants. This population is estimated to be almost a 20% of the total population in Afghanistan.
Origin of the of the Hazara people
In his autobiography Babu, the founder of the Mughai Empire records the name Hazara. He argues that the Hazara could be a substitute for the name Mongol world and currently stands for an ethnic community or a specific group of people (Dupree 2016). The facial structure and bones of the Hazara people resemble those of the Mongolian people. Others argue that their language and culture resemble that of the people of Central Asian Turks genetics reveal that there is the close tie between the Hazara people and the central Asian people as well as the native populations who spoke the Persian language.
Some of the local myths and legends and the native historians trace the origin of the Hazara people to one of their biblical sons of Noah that is Yafith or Japheth (Owtadolajam 2006). 
History of Hazara people
The identity of the Hazara people in Afghanistan is believed to have come into existence in the year 1221 during the siege of Banyan (Dupree 2016). The Hazara people are supposed to be faithful Muslims who were affiliated to the sheer Muslims in the 16th century and the early 17nth century. During the 18nth century, the men of Hazara tribe along with people of other tribes of Afghanistan were usually recruited as warriors and soldiers in the army of Ahmad Shah Durra and were beloved to be experts in the arrows and use of locally made guns.
In the year 1893, the Hazara people revolted against the government as a result of the repression and harsh treatment that they had been put through in the past years. The Hazara people were able to take back most of the Hazarian region despite the big war forged against them by the government (Owtadolajam 2006). . After months of fighting, they were defeated as the government agents committed grave atrocities and massacred almost half of the tribe warriors.mos of the Hazara men were displaced from the Daychopan and the land was taken under lien by the government. During the Abdul Rah man campaign against the Hazara people, the farmers and peasants were forced to give up their produce to the Pashtun people (Elliott 2015).
During the Soviet war in Afghanistan the Hazarian were able to take back the whole of Hazara region. After the Soviet had withdrawn from war, the Islamism turned against the Hazara people in a quest for a larger jurisdiction (United States2008). During the later year, the Hazara people were to remain a victim of the oppression by the Pashtun tribe and massacres were the odder of the day and increased severe oppressions and genocides as well as all managers of programs as documented in the human rights watch.
Leadership in the community and general public
Between the year 1993 and 1995, Abdul Ali Mazari became the first political leader to represent the grievances of the Hazara people to the Taliban Government. He was able to address their issues in the BBC new, and that led to his brutal death that was perpetrated by the Taliban government in the year 1995. In the year 1996 Hizb-e- Wahdat joined the shura-ye-Ali-ye Diva a protest against the Taliban government which led to reopening of schools in Hazarajat region and the University of Bambina was established.
The Hazara people have vowed that they will fight for their democratic rights and freedom. They have taken a collective action as a community to engage in an enlightening movement which quests for more representation of the community in leadership and education for the women of the tribe. Traditionally the Hazara are organized into families, and the father was the leader of the household, and in case of-of his death the leadership role was adopted by the mother. The tribe was ruled by Chiefs who organized the bands of warriors to guard the tribe against it enemies and overseeing the traditional and religious activities in the Hazara tribe. accountants, engineers, and doctors.
In the 21st century and as a result of the 2001 attack on the USA the British and American government invaded Afghanistan which an end to the long night for the Hazara people..some of the key political figures of Hazara tribe are:Abdul A Mazari, Akram Yari, Husein Ali Yusouf, Kharim Khalili,Abdul Khaliq Hazara and Abdul Haw Shafaq.

Culture of the people
The Hazara people are a superstitious community, and they believe in the existence of spirits and ghost evil eye and moving animals at night. They are pro storytelling as a way of sharing their history and cultural values (Abawi2014).
The major holidays for the tribe are the Enid-Al- fit, and Eider-al-Adha which is the major Muslim holidays in the Afghanistan region. Hazaras are one of the most hospitable people in Afghan region, and they usually prepare special traditional food for their guests.
From the age of adolescence ladies are require by the religious law to cover their heads withy scarf, and most of the time they remain indoors (Dupree 2016). For boys they usually stay in separate houses after the death of their grandfather r and after they undergo the rite of passage which is circumcision.
The Hazara people live in groups of extended families including the grandparents in the same house and the wives married top the sons of the family. The grandparents play a significant role in advising the young ones and in case their grandchildren.
Education and employment and significance to the economy
The Hazara people are the primary source of both skilled and unskilled labor in the Afghanistan. Researchers argue that the Hazarian are academic performers and their records are above the national average. They are represented well in the civil service in different positions such as doctors, nurses, engeneers and also as farmers.
The Hazara people have two systems of education that are traditional and the modern while most of them are involved in formalism and carpentry as the primary source of their income as most are not in professional jobs (Abawi 2014). The Hazarian speakers contribute to the national GDP of Afghanistan through their cattle’s and other activities majorly agriculture and leather works. They are major participants in the international games that contribute to the income of the Afghanistan and their culture acts as a major tourist attraction in the country.
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
