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The Evolution of Presidential Powers
	The founding constitution of the US bestowed limited powers to the president. However, subsequent amendments have increased the power of the president. Throughout the 19th century and the early 20th century, the congress possessed the greatest authority in the national government. However, after the 1930s the authority of the executive and the legislative branches was relatively equal. The 12th and the 25th amendments of the article II of the US constitution led to the evolution of the US presidency (Ushistory.org).
	The amendments referred above bestowed four powers to the US president who heads the executive branch. Firstly, the military power which recognizes the president as the commander in chief of the armed forces. Secondly, the diplomatic powers which allowed the president to sign accords with foreign nations, with the approval of two thirds of the senate. Thirdly, the appointment power which allowed the president to appoint ambassadors, judges of the Supreme Court and public ministers. Lastly, the legislative power allows the president to sanction the legislation (Ushistory.org, 2012). AS a branch of the US government, the Congress is in charge for making laws, establishing courts which are inferior to the Supreme Court, declaring war and regulation the international and local trade (Fein, 2012). On the other hand, the judiciary which is the third branch is responsible for interpreting the law and passing appropriate sentences (US House Of Representatives).
	In conclusion, the amendment of the US constitution vested more power to the president thus relatively equating the authority of the three branches of the government.
