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Comparing ancient female rulers
Differences of similarities of Wu Zetian and Pharaoh Cleopatra ascent to power
The paper compares Wu Zetian also known as Wu Hou, Wu Zhao or Wu Mei Niang a female emperor in Chinas history in the 624-705 CE and Pharaoh Cleopatra who ruled ancient Egypt in 332 BC as the main ancient female rulers in the world. Wu Zetian ascended to power after the death of Emperor Taizhong as his concubine while working at the court. She married Taizhong son, Gaozong and dominated over him to take over full power of the emperor and full control of the government after the death of Gaozong in 683 CE. On the other hand, Pharaoh Cleopatra ascended to power as part of a co-regent (Peng, Yu, & Mills, 2015). Her ability to have received a quality education and cognizance with various languages made her the dominant ruler in Egypt who took over the countries power successfully. Therefore, Wu Zetian took over power through dubious means of causing troubles and deaths while Pharaoh Cleopatra was knowledgeable and acted as one of the Egyptians advisors making her dominant and finally taking over power. 
Wu Zetian method of the ruling was self-proclaimed earning her the position of an emperor in China. She came from a wealthy family and took care of the royal laundry in the court before daring to speak about Chinese History to the emperor. Her intellectual abilities confused Taizhong and made her secretary incorporating her to some of the important state affairs (Morrison, 2015). Her method of the ruling was based on selling her beauty as a concubine to the top most leaders and forcefully making her way as the emperor after the deaths of the emperors. Pharaoh Cleopatra method of ruling entailed the use of military alliances and demonstrations of romantic liaisons to the Roman leaders who included Julius Caesar and Antony Mark (Peng, Yu, & Mills, 2015). Both Wu Zetian and Pharaoh Cleopatra used beauty and intensive seduction powers to the rulers to ascend to power and rule over their territories’. Wu zetian took over the imperial business of China as the main achievement that she managed to contribute in her leadership within the territory. She was able to improve the education system and reorganize bureaucracy as part of improved education system in China. 
The changes made in the education sector were the most remembered achievements done by Wu Zetian during her rule. On the other hand, Pharaoh Cleopatra achieved more in securing the Egyptian borders and bringing back Egyptian Eastern Empire and the Cyprus back to Egypt. Both Wu Zetian and Cleopatra achieved more in their ruling by securing the interest of the people they governed through providing military security and basic needs for their people (Delaney, 2014). However, Wu Zetian attained power through killings and betrayal while Pharaoh Cleopatra constant engaged in military wars with the regimes until she was successful and took over power to rule over Egypt. 
The differences in achievement between Wu Zetian and Pharaoh Cleopatra were focused on education. Wu Zetian actively improved the education system of China during her rule while Cleopatra did not concentrate on education but instead established a strong military security unit that reclaimed some of Egyptians crabbed regions (Delaney, 2014).
Cultures over which they ruled
Wu Zetian changed Tang to Zhou state as part of cultural significance to determine changes and new rule in the Emperor. It was part of the traditional concept to show a new era that ensures effective security and new reign in the leadership of the emperor (Peng, Yu, & Mills, 2015). Additionally, Wu Zetian cultural ruling involved self-proclamation of Maitreya Buddha, to show dominance and power as the holy spirit of the emperor. Besides, Wu Zetian ability to commission Maitreya caves proves works and divine ruling for her in the emperor to control various aspects security and livability in the territory. Pharaoh Cleopatra cultural ruling entailed identification with goddess Isis to enable her dominant ruling and control of Egypt through divine powers. Additionally, Cleopatra associated with divine royalty signs to establish a reinforced position as a queen (Delaney, 2014). 
The engagement of divine powers and identification of goddess Isis was part of cultural incorporation in promoting ruling and establishing more dominant feeling in her ruling over Egypt. According to the Egyptians cultures, Pharaoh Cleopatra was crowned as the New Isis to rule over the territory and gives her more powers to control the territories affairs. Both Wu Zetian and Pharaoh Cleopatra believed in divine intervention as part of cultural ruling and acquisition of powers. They both involved themselves with divine powers to enable them take over their territories dominance and practice leadership.
Lessons for effective leadership by females in modern politics
Female leaders in the modern world need to engage in romantic seduction and use of suggestive practices to take over leadership. Most ancient female rulers participated in seductive activities to lure men for power and later taking over leadership from the men. Modern politics requires incorporation of knowledge and focusing on the dispensation of certain objectives to deliver services. Additionally, modern politics and leadership from females must involve integrity to achieve power through intellectual abilities of the females.
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
