Topic: Compare and Contrast The Stone Age and Ancient Greece

this is the overview for Ancient greece; Plato's role in shaping western philosophy is hard to overstate. His ideas and the various interpretations of them have shaped much of the world as we currently understand it. His work The Republic is among his most influential and it is from Book 7 of The Republic that Plato gives a fairly concise and evocative allegory of how the world functions. This allegory is generally known as "The Allegory of the Cave." Like all of The Republic and the majority of Plato's works, "The Allegory of the Cave" is presented as a Socratic Dialogue. In this case it is between Socrates and Glaucon. It is important to keep in mind that this is not supposed to be a drama or some other kind of character driven dialogue but rather as a device for Plato, through the character of his teacher Socrates, to present his philosophical ideas. Glaucon, like most of the other "characters" in Socratic Dialogues, is merely there to provide a platform for Socrates (Plato) to speak. Sophocles was one of Ancient Greece's most celebrated dramatist. We know that he wrote 123 plays but only seven of them remain today. During his career as a dramatist in Athens about 2500 years ago, he won play competitions 24 out of  the 30 times he competed. These play competitions might be hard to comprehend, but they were probably somewhat like modern day film festivals like Sundance or Cannes, but with ceremonial and religious elements in addition to a lot of staged performances. His play Oedipus Rex (or Oedipus the King) is probably his most studied and influential play. It was a favorite of the philosopher Aristotle and provided the namesake for Sigmund Freud's own influential idea the Oedipal Complex. Additionally, it is frequently still performed by theaters to this day. The play itself deals with the tragic unraveling of King Oedipus of Thebes. Prior to the events of the play, Oedipus was a great hero who used his cunning and intellect to solve the riddle of the Sphinx and thereby save the city of Thebes. The play picks up with Oedipus several years later when Thebes is again under threat, but this time from a mysterious pestilences that plagues the land. Oedipus, ever the good king, sets out to solve this problem, but in doing so reveals an unspeakable truth about himself. Werner Herzog's documentary The Cave of Forgotten Dreams on Netflix is the movie version of the stone age its basically about cave explorers going into the cave and looking at pictures on the walls of the cave and trying to figure out who was there in the passed thank you for your help!
