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Friedrich Nietzsche – Existentialism

The article explores Nietzsche's rationale of criticizing morality and Christianity within the societal settings. Through existentialism, Nietzsche expresses the notion of individuals existing freely and who determine their destiny through their acts of desires. Throughout the article, the concept of the difference between individual values and Christian values enhance the deliberation of the explanation about the inexistent role of morality in shaping an individual's motivation. Human values often determine the path an individual would follow in achieving their goals.

Further, the author develops the concept of the free human will through highlighting how consciousness relates to the humanity. Again, the article elaborates on the relationship between how the good and the bad reference to an individual's influences depending on the situation a person faces. As such, the article further highlights the deviation from a particular school of thought and from the traditional philosophies that bind in people to a specific way of thinking. Additionally, the article asserts that decisions made by individuals are founded on what makes meaning to them as opposed to rationality.

Nietzsche argues that "Bad conscious is a sickness, just as pregnancy is a sickness" (p.90). It is unclear what the writer means when they associate pregnancy to sickness. In one instance, an individual may perceive pregnancy as a situation that should be treated through medication owing to the dangers it possesses. For example, a pregnant mother may decide to visit a medical practitioner to get some remedy to get rid of their condition. On the other hand, the expectant mother may choose to nurse their health until they deliver. As opposed to the aspect of bad conscious, the idea of comparing its consequences to those of pregnancy fails to enhance a person’s understanding of the impression.
