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Social Movements and Social Movement Organizations

Social movements refer to social groups established to achieve a common goal (Diani, 63). The goal may be a political or social issue depending on institution’s objectives. The main of the social movements is often to resist against a particular action that occurs within the society. They aim to change the societal wellbeing and enhance quality livelihood (Diani, 64).  Although in many cases they are informal, the social movements usually have a formal structure through which they enhance their activities in defying particular social evils.

Social movement organizations refer to formal institutions that share similar objectives to those of the social movements (Diani, 65). The agencies are part of the specific social movement that comprises of a variety of social movements. The social movement organizations consist of several social movements whose aim is to achieve a common goal. The association usually brings benefit to the society as they can marshal individuals and enable them to address the issues affecting them within their settings (Diani, 65). The associations can mobilize funds for individuals in tackling societal problems that could not have been solved by an individual.
The anti-nuclear movement refers to social movement that enhances the livelihood of individuals (Heaney, & Fabio, 1055). They fight against the use of nuclear weapons by nations and technological agencies. The anti-nuclear movement endeavors to bring on board organizations and various organizations in rallying towards the reduction in the usage of nuclear technologies and materials. The movement originated in the 1960s with the aim of reducing atomic disarmament (Heaney, & Fabio, 1057). The campaign began after the nuclear bomb attack on Hiroshima and Nagasaki.
Scientists and diplomats enhance initiatives to reduce nuclear weapons resulting in the movement (Heaney, & Fabio, 1065). The move is a more significant part of the atomic association that endeavors to reduce nuclear usage. The campaign thus attempts to promote nuclear weapons and power that is of harm to the society. They work to improve the environmental status and reduce atomic pollutants. As such, they enhance change in the status quo among manufacturers and government agencies across the world.
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
