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During the civil war, the Union had modern weaponry and a powerful army that could combat their opponents. With the outstanding military officers and military power, they had the potential to outsmart their adversaries in the civil war (Gallagher, Gary, and Kathryn 490). Additionally, the Union had blocked the major seaports at the beginning of the war thereby reducing the supplies to the enemies they were engaging in the civil war.

The Confederacy had motivational leaders who inspired the army officers and the individual potential into advancing their threats in the war (Varnold 1). Furthermore, the Confederacy knew the fighting terrain so well that they hit their enemies with much precision thereby reducing their progression.

The Unionists used the Anaconda Plan in which they blockaded all the Southern coasts to reduce any external support to their enemies (Gallagher & Kathryn 480). The Confederates used the offensive-defensive strategy which protected their territory and gained control over their vital resources. As such, both approaches enhanced the antagonists in the Civil war.
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
