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Immigration across the world has been a topical issue of debate given its implications on the societal wellbeing and to the government. Immigration across the world has its implications for a particular nation and the working population. Since immigration involves the movement of individuals into a new nation away from their native region, it could either bring benefits or disadvantages to a nation's economy. Indeed, it is evident that immigration results into enormous benefits for the economy of a nation. The entry of individuals creates an increase in the available labor force for the companies and economy in their inhabiting nation. Due to the increased number of individuals, the industries and other small sectors in a nation have a large pool of labor force from which they can hire. Although the immigrants may secure employment opportunities, their effect may not be much impacted by the working population as they often earn less than the nationals of a country. Natives usually earn much higher owing to the rights they are accorded within the workplaces with access to better jobs than the immigrants. As such, the economy usually has a source of cheap labor which in most cases comprises of unskilled individuals who are employed within the low sector employment schemes.

Additionally, immigration brings individuals into a nation thereby increasing the domestic output of the country. Since the individuals are usually engaged in the employment schemes, they, directly and indirectly, contribute to the increase in the gross domestic product (GDP) of a nation due to their contribution in the production sector. Thus, immigration may increase the balance of trade of a country relative to those of others within the same trading bloc. Moreover, immigration also brings along individuals who may invest in the nation through their entrepreneurial ideas that may increase the number of employment opportunities through the firms created in various sectors of the economy. Furthermore, immigrants usually stir up the demand for goods and services within a nation. For instance, increased demands increase the production rates that improve the economic gains for industries and individuals within the employment sectors.

On the contrary, immigration may cause negative implications for a nation. For instance, the government is often forced to cater for the costs of educating the immigrants which result in additional costs for the nationals and taxpayers. Again, the government has to provide for their security, housing, and medical expenses within their new environment. The additional costs strain the country's economic gains as the government has to take care of the increasing population-based services within the environment. As such, immigration poses a substantial financial cost to states owing to the nature of subsidized care the immigrants have to receive away from their nation. Besides, immigrants have the potential of disrupting the economic gains of individuals within the mainstream sectors.

In many cases, the immigrants may be offered employment opportunities, and due to the nature of their conditional employment, they may opt for slightly lower stipends. The low income decreases the bargaining power of the natives who might have fought hard for the increments. Employed nationals have a potential of making more profit through benefits accrued due to overtime thereby contributing directly to the investment schemes within their nations. Conversely, working immigrants may often repatriate their incomes for reinvestment in their mother nations depriving their employer countries of the essential salaries. Despite the benefits of immigration to an economy, it is evident that inequality is a serious issue across many nations.
