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Organic farming and FSMA Regulation

Currently, the organic agriculture accounts for over 5 percent of the food production across the United States with many farmers resorting to the practice as a way of enhancing their production (Haumann 241). The Food Safety Modernization Act (FSMA) is projected to positively impact on the organic sector in the United States (Haumann 241). Since the FSMA endeavors to promote safe foods across the consumer markets, the regulations are likely to impact on the quality of foods produced from the enriched organic farming practices (Haumann 241). Due to the expected widespread usage of the organic means of enhancing agricultural production, the FSMA would enhance its surveillance and inspections to avert any instances of the usage of food adulterants as organic substances.
According to Seufert et al. (13), two categories that are expected to increase are the use of organic manure for enhancement of organic farms and conservation practices among producers. Elsewhere, the classes of substances that expect to decline with the FSMA regulation are the use of synthetic weed control practices and the consumption of genetically engineered products (Seufert et al. 13). For instance, where producers utilize much of the pharmaceutical incentives to improve the agricultural production, the FSMA would regulate and consider abandoning the practice.
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
