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The Erik Erikson's Initiative versus guilt stage occurs in preschool children. At the stage, they normally begin to realize their power in leading other children through their social interactions (Batra, 2013). As such, most children endeavor to explore their potential thereby engaging in interactive activities with their peers that promote their conscience development. During the stage, it is important to encourage children as a way of promoting a sense of self-worth in their activities. Since many children are often inquisitive about what happens around them, it is essential to take time and explain to them the answers regarding their questions (Batra, 2013). Through an appropriate explanation, children would have the capacity to enhance self-awareness across their societal interactions. Thus, it is imperative to take note of the feedback offered to the children as it impacts on their confidence and attitudes.

Additionally, children during the stage are quite curious about the nature of the activities happening around them. According to Batra (2013), a caregiver has the responsibility of promoting confidence in the child concerning the activities they engage in and further assisting them to complete the tasks. Children always feel motivated when they are left to try an exercise on their own rather than having the parent perform the responsibility for them. As a caregiver, it is vital to allow the child complete the work on their own and assist them where they experience difficulties (Batra, 2013). Moreover, since the children often love to learn new things, it would be essential to take them in places where they can learn about nature. Through the sessions, the children would learn how to best relate to the environment. Also, visiting the libraries with children as a way of learning and reading not only encourages them to improve their educational skills but also goes along in advancing their comprehension of the different situations (Batra, 2013).
