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Across many societies, parental practices are influenced by specific cultural values and social impacts within their settings. In the United States, the social and cultural contexts of parents often determine their ability to provide care for their children. Although parents have a universal feeling of love for their children, their environment influences the amount of attention they can offer to their children within their settings. First, the social contexts of which the children are found role plays a vital role in how children are brought up within their societies. In the United States, the nuclear family is considered the ideal family structure for raising children (Kim et al., 2015). Within the nuclear families, children often have the opportunity to be accorded priority through their endeavors and priorities thereby obtaining favors from their parents.

According to Kim et al., (2015), parents within the United States often rely on the expert opinions on how to raise their children. In many cases, parents are usually at work while the children are left alone within the homes. As such, parents often find it essential to consult with family experts on how best they could deal with their children within their homes (Albert & Trommsdorff, 2014). Although the expert opinion may enhance the parental relationship between the parents and the siblings, parents usually lack the hands-on experience on dealing with the issues. Therefore, children may acquire different characters since they have the parental contact within the initial stages in their childhood development. As such, parental management practices are determined by one’s cultural context. Since the United States is a multicultural setting, parental styles are profoundly influenced by the cultural interaction of individuals within different environments (Forehand & Kotchick, 2016). However, since there are several cultural groups in the United States, the parenting styles often differ depending on their cultural affiliations and attributes parents wish to further in the subsequent generations.

Additionally, the social environment of parents affects their parenting capabilities within the different environmental contexts. The United States is stratified into social groups that determine the level and quality of education and social amenities that children can receive (Stavrova & Fetchenhauer, 2015). These social groups determine the level of interaction among their peers and the parental perception of their children's growth. Usually, parents in many low-income societies expect their children to behave in a particular way in a bid to acquire specific competencies compared to those in middle and higher income levels. On the other hand, children who are raised in contexts with high-quality educational facilities and child-care often exhibit positive developmental results thereby creating a different perception from those raised in other environments (Stavrova & Fetchenhauer, 2015).

Also, children are socialized regarding their abilities to acquire specific attributes that would propel them into achieving their desired goals. Each community in the United States has its social expectations on the behavior of children. Although children imitate what they see within their environment, parents of tend to enhance positive social relationships among their kids as a way of instilling good morals in their development (Kim et al., 2015). Thus, in the United States, cultural and social influences impact on the caregiving abilities consequently shaping a child’s motivation, attitude and their overall physical health (Forehand & Kotchick, 2016). Nevertheless, acculturation has also impacted on the amount of care enhanced by caregivers within different contexts. With the spring of new cultures in the United States, parental guidance is set to experience many challenges owing to the social differences between the parents and children.
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
