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The History of Disneyland
	While growing up in a rural town, Walt Disney loved and was greatly fascinated by trains. These fantasies developed into a dream that he wanted to make true. As such, disneyland.com states that in collaboration with his brother, they created a small studio in 1922 where he created simple animated films. However, he felt the urge to do more in order to accomplish his dreams. Therefore, Walt moved to California in 1923 and got a job as a cinematographer. However, he never stopped creating animations for his studio. His major creations were the Mickey Mouse in 1927 and the Steamboat Willie in 1928. The release of these films made him popular in the Hollywood fraternity. He also expanded the studio to be a family and friends’ amusement park. However, in the 1950s, Walt felt that he needed to create his dream theme park; the Disneyland (1).
	According to Potter, Walt intended to create Disneyland in Burbank. However, given that amusements parks were associated with carnivore, local officials barred the park. Nevertheless, he managed to get an affordable piece of land in Anaheim, California where he began the foundation of his dream park in 1954. Due to limited finances, Walt used the Disneyland TV show to showcase his plan for the mega amusement park. Consequently, he managed to get financers. Building the park entailed one year of day and night toil. Eventually, on the 17th of July 1955, the 17.5 million dollar park on 160 acres of land was opened. Within the first trimester, the park had received over one million guests. The park was charging entrance  and utility fee. Currently, Disneyland has opened new branches including the California Adventure Park, Downtown Disney District among others (1).
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
