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Need for FSMA Accreditation

Indeed, it is vital for the in-house laboratories set up by food production companies to comply with the Food Safety Modernization Act (FSMA) regulations for their exported foods. Since the FMSA was enacted to enhance the accreditation of food suppliers, auditing and compliance can only be achieved through the in-house laboratories that would test and provide the appropriate results concerning their products. As such, these companies would avoid any legal implications across the global markets once ascribed to the FSMA standards.

Additionally, the in-house laboratories should be eligible for FSMA accreditation to provide an assurance of quality products from the manufacturing company. Accredited in-house laboratories enhance the implementation of the food safety programs for exported foods as it prevents unintentional contaminants that may occur in the processed foods. Thus, through subjecting foods to the laboratory analysis, it is possible to identify the food composition thereby avoiding any contaminants that are allowed on the international market. Therefore, the process would enhance compliance with the international food safety standards.
