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In the cartoon image that I choose to analyze, the boys and girls are putting on Halloween clothing depicting that they are ready for an event. The cartoon media conveys the aspect of gender discrimination between the boys and the girls relating to their costumes and clothing within the mainstream society. In the cartoon image, the girls are required to ensure that they put on sexy colored clothes while the boys are expected to put on dull and less attractive clothing. Additionally, the female cloths depict the aspect of a feminine character compared to that of the boys that are shown as being strong and closely fits their body physique. Additionally, the boys clothing have no sexual connotations on them as opposed to those worn by the girls in the cartoon image.
Indeed, the message fits the gender role stereotype found within our societal setting. Girls within the society lack the opportunity to make choices, and as such, they are required to adhere to particular standards. On the other hand, the boys only subscribe to a particular lifestyle that puts them above the girls through the less feminine figures in nature. However, the cartoon image is less consistent with my beliefs concerning the role of various genders and their stereotyping. In my personal opinion, I believe that any sex can wear clothing of any kind regardless of their sexual affiliation. Boys can put on the sexy dress with girls wearing the dull clothes depending on the occasion and event. As such, although both boys and girls exhibit various biological differences in their genders, I believe that both genders can put on in their preferred manner without being judged depending on their masculinity or femininity.
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
