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In my perspective, I believe that the institutions are not behaving ethically. First, it is essential to provide students with the vital information that would go along in enhancing their decision making on the need to embrace the various programs. When the institutions decide to withdraw their support and training on the birth control coverage, they deprive the individuals of the essential information regarding their reproductive health (Nuno, 2017). The institutions fail to realize that individuals have their own choices from the information they receive from the schools. As such, denying them the opportunity to learn from the birth control mechanisms is quite a demeaning feature within the institutions that fail to accord them their fundamental right to reproductive education legally.

Additionally, from the information provided, the institutions were previously educating their students on the sexuality topics. As such, withdrawing the educational privilege infringes on their informative rights they were initially accorded before the enactment of the healthcare act. The decision to deprive the students of the vital information especially for the ladies looks like dictating the manner in which they carry out their lives and in a way trying to limit their lifestyles within and outside the university institution (Nuno, 2017). Secondly, as an individual, when tasked with determining the rationale for convincing an individual to participate in the birth control program, it would be imperative to note that the decision would fail to respect the decisions of the person. The decision to participate in the birth control program solely lies with an individual (Lamb & Randazzo, 2016). As such, it is imperative to ensure that an individual is left to make their decision regarding the need to utilize contraceptives at their discretion.

Across the institutions, the student’s had already paid for the cost of getting the education from the facilitators. In failing to accord them the education wing to the introduction of the Obamacare Healthcare Act, the institutions contravene their ethical obligation of ensuring that every student is equipped with the prerequisite amount of information regarding the contraceptives available within the society (Nuno, 2017). However, a moral question of the need to entirely teach the students the need to abstain arises as a moral obligation. Within the societal settings, abstinence is sought in ensuring that persons conform to a particular moral lifestyle. As such, the topic of contraception has been an ethical issue that has generated into debates regarding its morality among the young generation.

Moreover, sex education and reproductive programs provide learners and students with a comprehensive and age-appropriate sexuality training that enables them to reduce their susceptibilities to the risk of contracting the STIs and unwanted pregnancies (Lamb & Randazzo, 2016). Through the education on the contraceptive programs, students can reduce their vulnerabilities to sexual health risks that are common to the campus lifestyle. Thus, by denying the students the opportunity to learn about the contraception program amounts to negligence. Further, the institutions had a binding contract with the student's from the health education program within the school (Lamb & Randazzo, 2016). Therefore, it would be imperative to ensure that their education was provided before they leave the schools and can further obtain the vital information regarding their sexual lives through the Affordable Healthcare Act offered across the United States.

In addition to that, it is unethical to fail to accord students their rights despite Wheaton’s College religious affiliation. In failing to offer the education, several people are denied the opportunity to choose their sexual life. In any educational setting, sexuality is often a topic that generates a lot of debate with several individuals attaching individual decisions to their perception of the information they receive (Hall et al., 2016). Institutions have a responsibility of protecting the welfare of students within their custody. On the other hand, parents are often considered the first decision makers for their children within the homes. Parents, therefore, expect that while their children are in school, the education provided to them enhances their decision making towards positive endeavors in their lives. It would be wrong to deny students the opportunity to acquire knowledge regarding the sexual status.

Although the religious fraternity often associates the aspect of contraceptive education with immorality, it would be essential to ascertain the conditions that necessitate sexual education (Hall et al., 2016). Within the contemporary society, individuals are exposed to a variety of health risks that may require the need to enhance education on contraception. In reducing the vulnerabilities from the predisposing factors such as unprotected sex, students would be better placed at understanding their situation rather than compelling them to attach to a specific prescribed mode of lifestyle (Hall et al., 2016). However, it would also be imperative to ensure that the negative implications of the various contraceptive methods are highlighted and discouraged given their challenges to the health of an individual.

In conclusion, it would be essential for the institutions to reconsider their decision in light of the prevailing sexual challenges among the young generation within the colleges and campus institutions. Every young person has a right to be educated on the available contraceptive methods within the learning facilities as a way of promoting positive behavior. Despite the religious obligation for individuals to conform to positive behavior, it would be ethically wrong to deny the student's an opportunity to learn about the birth control healthcare coverage.
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
