	I agree with your response regarding FSMA. Even without considering the recall costs verses the cost of implementing the program in your first point it is also important to note that; before the recall, adulterated products  cause significant harm to the users. In this case, the life of humans is put under unwarranted risk. Therefore, notwithstanding the associated costs, the program should be implemented to ensure that the lives of the users are not subjected to the risks associated with adulteration. Moreover, as you have stated in point three, FSMA facilitates the assurance of authentic products throughout the food supply chain. Besides, the FSMA endeavors to mitigate terrorism acts that can sabotage the food supply. Given the rising cases of terrorism, the role of the FSMA in this case cannot be overlooked. Consequently, I concur with you that all relevant stakeholders should support and sponsor FSMG.
