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The regulation of the production of food products instills consumer confidence as various bodies approve the necessary ingredients before they are availed in the consumer market. Indeed, there are many regulatory tools, bodies and regulatory technologies that can be enhanced in the management of the new food products across the consumer market (Animal Cloning, n.d.). First, the Food and Drugs Administration (FDA) through its risk assessment report provides for an insight on the recommendation on the safe cloned products (Animal Cloning, n.d.). As such, the FDA endeavors to enlighten consumers on the safety of food products through the scientific studies that have promoted confidence in the cloning technique.
Second, the European Food Safety Authority (EFSA) and the United States Department for Agriculture (USDA) have come up with measures to assess and determine the suitability of food products for consumers (USA Regulatory System, n.d.). Although the bodies EFSA and USDA lack regulatory laws to govern the production of new products through modern technologies, they endeavor to carry periodical monitoring through longitudinal studies to assess the commodities in the market. Therefore, the approval of the new food products through the strict compliance with the FDA, EFSA and the USDA regulatory bodies would enhance consumer assurance regarding the new feeds (USA Regulatory System, n.d.).
Additionally, several government agencies have initiated the process of improving the USDA’s biotechnology policy and regulatory system (Library of Congress, 2014). For instance, the Environmental Protection Agency with the support of the European Union (EU) has commenced the process of the best suitable ways of adopting the algae produced through genetic engineering (Library of Congress, 2014). Thus, it would be possible to enhance the consumer understanding of the safety of the new infant formula that is processed from the ingredients across the biotechnological field.
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
