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Questions
Question 1

The USDA provides certain stipulations for the export of poultry and meat products to Japan. The regulations consider the requirements of the Japan government regarding the import of processed poultry products. First, the USDA highlights that the chicken nuggets need to be obtained from fully grown chicken products reared within the US (FSIS, Japan, 1). Second, the processing of the chicken nuggets needs to remain below a pH of 6 while also remaining chilled to avoid any instances of getting bad. Furthermore, the USDA requires that the export of chicken nuggets to Japan complies with their custom requirements of appropriate labeling with the indication of the country of origin together with the appropriate food handling practices (FSIS, Japan, 1).
Question 2

The standards of identity highlight the mandatory requirements for food products. In the case of Pepperoni Pizza in Canada, the company would ensure that it emphasizes the specific ingredients used in the processing of the product and storage within Canada (Canadian Food Inspection Agency, 1). Besides, the common name for the Pepperoni Pizza in Canada would be A Healthy Pizza with specifications for the differences and varieties as required by the standards of identity. Again, the Canada Nutrition Facts Values would be 125mg for the pizza product. The labeling would also reflect the needs of the Canadian people with specifications for promoting healthy living for the consumers (Canadian Food Inspection Agency, 1).
Question 3

In a bid to reach out to the Trinidad and Tobago poultry market, it is essential for the company to obtain a valid permit as a way of securing approval for the export of the chicken nuggets (FSIS, Trinidad & Tobago, 1). Additionally, it would be crucial to understanding the requirement of the various forms of chicken nuggets as highlighted in the USDA guidelines (FSIS, Trinidad & Tobago, 1). The company would also reconsider the documentation of the product in line with the Food Safety and Inspection Service (FSIS, Trinidad & Tobago, 1). Since the chicken nuggets are obtained from the food products, it is imperative to enhance safe storage with regards to Trinidad and Tobago export requirements.
Question 4

Exporting cheese ravioli to Guatemala requires an understanding of the Guatemala import provisions and inquiring of the approval procedures before the exercise (Guatemala, export.gov, 1). The USDA requires that the dumping to be utilized in the cheese ravioli are obtained from fresh products that are safe for the human consumption. Additionally, Guatemala requires the explicit inclusion of the ingredients and any possible risks for consumers who may have allergic reactions to the product (Guatemala, export.gov, 1). Thus, the company would reconsider the design of the product to increase its longer shelf-life while also reducing the incidences of risk for humans (Guatemala, export.gov, 1).
Question 5
While exporting cheese ravioli to United Arabs Emirates (UAE), the company would need to understand the eligibility and ineligibility of various ingredients that it could utilize as dumping in the cheese (FSIS, UAE, 1). Further, owing to the variations in temperatures, reviewing the temperature regulations for various products in a similar category with cheese ravioli would provide the company with an insight of the requirements for storage (FSIS, UAE, 1). Another necessary caution regards the acceptability of the product within the UAE market given the cultural and religious affiliations of the UAE citizens. Since cheese ravioli would contain ingredients of different nature, producing and processing the product in strict relevance with the UAE standards and market demand would reduce the instances of rejection and failure in the new market (FSIS, UAE, 1).
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
