Salmonella Outbreak (Knight, 2017)
· Period: March-June, 2017
· Strain: Salmonella Typhimurium
· Affected: 24 people in 16 states
Factors:
· Microbiology laboratory-related infections
· Laboratory workers practicing risky behavior such as bringing lab materials at homes
Prevention
· Laboratory workers should follow the guidelines provided by the CDC 
· They should also avoid engaging in lab-related risky behaviors

Campylobacteriosis Outbreak (Scott ET AL., 2015)
· Period: December 2013- January 2014
· Strain: Campylobacter jejuni
· Affected: 4 people in 2 states
Factors
· Eating undercooked chicken liver from two different Oregon restaurants
Prevention
· Food products suppliers should adhere to the regulations of  the Food Safety and Inspection Service
· Food establishments should ensure that all poultry products are cooked at the right temperatures
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
