Net Neutrality
	Net neutrality is an effect that prevents the internet service providers from blocking, throttling or prioritizing the content on their broadband networks; creating an open and free internet use (Collins, 2017). As such, net neutrality affects the internet users in various positive ways. To start with, while browsing through a certain company’s webpage, the internet users are able to access information and services of other rival companies, offering them a comparative platform.  Secondly, net neutrality ensures that internet users can enjoy unlimited downloading speed that could otherwise be hindered by throttling.  
	Notably, many consumer groups and tech companies support net neutrality. But why would they not support it, when it allows them to use unlimited downloading speed without paid prioritization? Companies such as Amazon and Microsoft support net neutrality because they are able to enjoy faster internets at no extra fee. On the other hand, companies like Verizon, AT&T, and Comcast are against the net neutrality rules because it affects them negatively as internet providers. First of all, they are not able to charge extra for faster internet speed. This is despite the fact that they are not supposed to limit the downloading speed (Curtis, 2017). In the same manner, people browsing on the WebPages of these companies are able to access content from their rival companies.
	 In order to avoid paying more for internet consumers will be forced to stick to low internet speeds, as opposed to the “fast lanes” where they will be forced to pay the prioritization fee. Personally, the abolition of the net neutrality rules will affect me negatively. Given that I am already used to faster-browsing speed, limitation on downloading speed will be frustrating, and it will inconvenience me. Nonetheless, I think net neutrality rules should be dismantled. I find it unfair to impose such rules in a capitalist society; where the pricing of goods and services is supposed to be controlled by the power of demand and supply. Such rules typify a communist society. 
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
