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Indeed, the novel, The Jungle, by Upton Sinclair relates to the current manufacturing sector across many factories in the world today. In the novel, it is evident that Jurgis Rudkus an immigrant tries out his life in Chicago where he is engaged in the meat industry as a casual laborer. The working conditions within the factory are so bad that the workers and laborers contract respiratory diseases during their duties. However, the management of the companies fails to consider the plight of the workers within the factories leading to their detrimental health. Additionally, the wages provided by the factory is not enough to cater for the needs of the individual families across their regions.
Across the society, there exist poor working conditions provided by employers across the community.
