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The Creative Curriculum is an approach that coincides with my teaching philosophy. The creative curriculum model incorporates several ideas while also engaging the learners, educators and their families in the efficient development of the children within their learning institutions (Craft et al., 2013). Indeed, I appreciate how the creative curriculum allows learners and children to relate their play and outdoor activities with that of their educators in their institutions. As such, the curriculum will enable children to remain creative and think beyond the learning content while instilling a sense of confidence in their thinking (Craft et al., 2013). Through engaging children in exploring their mind and ideologies, I realize how essential it is to encourage them to improve their creativity.

Additionally, while starting a new teaching position, I would endeavor to learn from the new curriculum and model while adopting its essential elements in my teaching philosophy. I would ensure that the children learn and appreciate the need of the model as a way of increasing their creative and innovative capacity. During my teaching, I would also provide ways of improving and developing the new curriculum to match the Creative Curriculum philosophy. Nevertheless, I would still ensure that the new curriculum is implemented efficiently even if the individuals fail to incorporate the ideas into the other teaching model.
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
