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The capital punishment also the death penalty is considered a form of sentence in criminal justice for criminals who have committed capital offenses. Across the world, capital punishment has been practiced in many countries as a means of retribution for preserving law and order (Rade et al., 2017). The supporters of the capital punishment argue that the execution of individuals deters criminal behavior among citizens. However, capital punishment is an inhuman way of punishing criminals within a nation.
First, it is essential to recognize that human life is not only precious sacred and any action that may play to interfere with the continuity of life goes against the religious and ethical beliefs of life (Rade et al., 2017). As such, opponents argue that it is irrational to kill an offender by equating the criminal behavior to their lives. Second, every individual has a right to live, and the execution of an individual violates their fundamental human right (Trahan, 2016). Thus, capital punishment forfeits the human right to live without giving the individual an opportunity to correct their behavior.
Additionally, capital punishment may result in the execution of innocent individuals as there are flaws in the judicial system (Trahan, 2016). It is apparent that witnesses, juror, and even prosecutors may fault in their decisions denying the offenders an opportunity to appeal the decisions of the court. Furthermore, the death penalty is seen as a form of vengeance that intensifies the societal brutality rather than understanding the common factors that may have made an individual engage in a particular behavior (Trahan, 2016).

In conclusion, despite the aspect of discouraging bad behavior and criminal activity, capital punishment only results in severe negative implications for the families and friends of the offenders. Therefore, the execution of offenders not only contradicts a nation’s role in valuing life but also negates its role in promoting rehabilitation and providing offenders a second chance to learn from their past mistakes. Thus, it is imperative to abolish the capital punishment.
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
