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The Rainbow Child Care center and organization has often endeavored to promote a suitable environment for the upbringing of children during their learning periods. Over the period I was at the institution, I realized a great involvement of parents in the activities of the institution that gear towards enhancing the children development. It is evident that parents showed their enthusiasm through their participation in the regular fun nights where families are given an opportunity to interact and share their ideologies (National Network of Partnership Schools, 2009). Additionally, the care center also engages in the home visits in which the parents are directly linked to the educators during the child’s learning process. As such, the parents' engagement increases a strong sense of involvement throughout the different stages of their children’s learning (Jaruszewicz, 2012).
Additionally, the community is involved in community events such as museum visits and field trips that are organized away from the school setting. Parents and other members of the community who act as guides are allowed to accompany the children as they accord them the suitable learning environments. Nevertheless, a suggestion I would recommend to the daycare center for improvement is to enhance the transportation facilities to accommodate the growing number of families and the community. Besides, it would be essential to improve the number of trips as virtual mechanisms for enhancing the learner's experience.
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
