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Within an organization, some factors influence the purchasing of computer systems. First, the cost of the computer system plays a great role in the acquisition process as each organization has a specific budget that determines their procurement capacity (System Recommendations and Purchase Considerations, n.d.). As such, organizations have to ensure they stick to a reasonable budget thereby limiting their selection across the computer systems markets. Second, the usability of the computer system is an essential factor to consider owing to the variety of operating systems that may require additional skills and labor. Third, the needs of the organization determine the computer systems for purchase as they may attribute their purchase to customized needs of their daily activities (System Recommendations and Purchase Considerations, n.d.).
Fourth, since computers have various specifications of the hard drive capacity, processor speed and space they cover, an institution may wish to choose from a variety of the specs depending on their needs (System Recommendations and Purchase Considerations, n.d.). Fifth, the after-sale service is a factor most institutions assess before buying a computer system. The after sale services not only offer warranty for any damage but also highlight the return and repair policies in case of any default within the computer systems. In many cases, organizations appreciate the value of after sales as a means of reducing their cost of doing business through repairs.

Additionally, corporations may also evaluate the quality and durability of the computer systems as a way of receiving value for their money (System Recommendations and Purchase Considerations, n.d.). However, some factors may not apply to all the computer systems. The factors include the brand of the producing company and the ease of use across the organization. Moreover, other factors that agencies fail to consider are the power consumption rates and availability of associated peripherals for the specific computer systems.
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
