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Domestic violence.
There are different forms of domestic violence. It involves the behavioral character that is abusive, intimidating or violent towards a partner in a family. It results from a partner inflicting fear on the other to dominate. It can be either physical, sexual or psychological abuse. However, domestic violence can affect anyone within a community. It contradicts an official statement made earlier that since the 90s, that domestic violence was declining. In Australia, statistics shows that, in every four women, one has experienced sexual or physical violence from a close partner. Over 300,000 women in every year experience violence more sexual violence from a person other than their partner. These acts of violence usually cause health implications and sometimes death (Domestic Violence Statistics).
Research from different sources argues that how the society view the woman from violent computer games, violent pornography, everyday sexism and street harassment. It is based on women lacking positions in leadership and undermining their contribution in politics. There is a great need to start initiatives and planning in addressing domestic violence. More campaigns should be initiated to create awareness on domestic violence.
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
