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In the article, barriers and facilitators to the implementation of person‐centered care in different healthcare contexts, Moore et al., (2017) explore the impediments and enablers in undertaking therapeutic interventions in improving quality care. First, the researchers highlight a statement of interest by assessing the need to advance quality care centered on the patient needs and requirements in realizing a holistic model of care delivery. Moore et al., (2017) assists their audience in understanding the rationale for undertaking the study as a way of fostering improvements within the healthcare delivery. The authors note that patient-centered care endeavors to bring on board health practitioners while incorporating patients as partners not only in improving their clinical health but also enhancing their emotional and social life. Further, Moore et al., (2017) assert the shift in patient-centered care in embracing equity and inclusivity for patients across the healthcare environment. Thus, the researchers through the phenomenon of interest provide a clear understanding of the underlying factors that influence person-centered care.
The researchers utilize a qualitative approach in enhancing the understanding of the barriers to the provision of patient-centered care. The approach focuses on an explicit description of person-centered care while developing a robust mechanism to undertake improvement in the therapeutic treatment programs and interventions. The research was planned and executed by a multinational team in Gothenburg, Sweden with about 40 projects focusing on primary and secondary care for patients. The research approach utilized semi-structured interviews. According to Newcomer, Hatry & Wholey (2015), semi-structured interviews provide an opportunity of obtaining crucial information from the respondents in a bid to improve the comprehension of a particular phenomenon. The analysis of the researchers’ qualitative data involved the use of the grounded theory geared towards interpreting and prioritizing the respondent’s perspective and encounters with the model. The sampling criteria for patients involved assessing patient experiences within the primary care, acute care, and continuum care departments.
Indeed, it is evident that the topic for study endeavors to pursue a qualitative approach in assessing the factors that could impact on person-centered care. Qualitative data undertakes to obtain the description of attributes and characteristics of particular trends and occurrences within a study population (Kozleski, 2017). By obtaining the experiences of patients and clinicians across the healthcare environments, the topic for research aligns with the qualitative research design and approach. Besides, the researcher’s literature review is consistent with the qualitative aspects as it investigates and synthesizes studies that assess the perspectives of respondents regarding the person-centered care within the healthcare institutions (Powell et al., 2016). Bangerter et al., (2015) supports the study by noting the situational dependencies and hindrances that could impact on the quality of care. Elsewhere, it is apparent that qualitative data necessitates the precise description of the respondents. Nonetheless, the researchers fail to illustrate the specifications of patients while only generalizing the study population within the context of specific healthcare institutions.
Additionally, the research utilizes adequate data collection strategies in coming up with effective data sets for analysis. The interviews provide an elaborate means of acquiring in-depth information among the respondents for the study. The data collection tool is valid and reliable with the researchers explaining the specific aspects of the interview questions and schedule. Moreover, the study results are thorough and comprehensive as they provide the readers with a clear understanding of the barriers and facilitators of care across the hospital setting. The study further highlights its strengths and limitation in light of the variations in the analysis and presentation. Although the article finalizes with an adequate conclusion, the researchers fail to provide wide-ranging options for improving person-centered care given the differences in various healthcare departments.
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
